Attached to this letter are tables summarizing 2008 range-wide activities for Rio Grande cutthroat trout
(RGCT) in a report format agreed upon by the range-wide conservation team. As you know, our activities
are divided into seven main categories identified in the range-wide agreement. Below is a brief summary of

our activities for Rio Grande

Population Inventory

cutthroat trout in 2008.

In 2008, 57 waters (68 individual surveys) were inventoried within the historic range of RGCT. The purpose
of the inventories was to survey potentially occupied RGCT waters (10), monitor known populations (27),
assess the genetic status of RGCT populations (11) and collect disease information (8). Of the 11 genetic
status assessments, eight indicated the RGCT population in question should be considered a core

conservation population.

Population Maintenance




Fifteen waters were included in population maintenance activities. Such activities included planning and/or
implementing the construction of non-native migration barriers and mechanical removal of non-native
salmonids .

Population Expansion

Fifty-two waters were included in the population expansion activities. Three waters are undergoing chemical
reclamation to remove non-native fishes over a total of 57 miles of stream habitat. Costilla Creek, 9 miles of
habitat, was treated and restocked with RGCT in 2008. Comanche Creek, 20 miles of habitat, was re-treated
and hopefully will be restocked in 2009. Non-native trout persisted after the initial treatment in 2007 and it
will undergo an additional treatment in 2010. Ten waters were stocked with RGCT to augment existing
populations. Rio Grande cutthroat trout were stocked into 39 waters to provide recreational angling
opportunities.

Protecting/Restoring Habitat

Funding was secured to modify current culvert barriers on six waters and a total of 9 locations.
Education

Three events were attended by range-wide team members where they presented RGCT conservation topics
to over 500 individuals.

Database Sharing

The annual RGCT Range-wide database workshop was well attended including representatives from all
signatory agencies and their respective sub-units (e.g. USFS from NM and CO). This database was the
primary source of information from which the 2008 status assessment of RGCT was produced (Alves et al.
2008).

Coordination

The annual range-wide meeting was well attended by all signatory agencies. Other coordination efforts
included RGCT working group meetings in NM and coordination between Great Sand Dunes National
Monument and Colorado Division of Wildlife.

Miscellaneous

Miscellaneous activities included continued broodstock development which produced over 400,000

genetically unaltered RGCT, development of a fisheries management plan for tribal purposes, and receipt of
money to monitor changes in stream temperature resulting from climate change.
