To Whom it May Concern, 
 
The Sierra Soil and Water Conservation District (SSWCD), following the purpose and policy set 
forth by the Soil and Water Conservation Act in Section 73-20-26 to “…conserve and develop 
the natural resources of the state, provide for flood control, preserve wildlife, protect the tax 
base and promote the health, safety and general welfare of the people of New Mexico.”, supports 
legal trapping as a management technique to properly control predators on private and public 
lands. Proper predator control plays a crucial role in the management of cattle herds as well as in 
the management of game species.  
 
The SSWCD submits the following comments in response to the proposed trapping and furbearer 
rule changes. 
 

1. SSWCD recognizes the importance of trapping as a family tradition and acknowledges 
the desire to pass skills and knowledge of trapping to the next generation. We ask for 
clarification on the age requirements of the mandatory trapper education. According to 
the 2019-2020 big game proclamation: New Mexico residents 12–17 years of age must 
purchase a Junior Trapper License to trap or hunt protected furbearers, however, a 
Hunter Education number is required to hunt (Mentored Youth number is not eligible.) 
New Mexico residents 11 years of age or younger do not need a license to trap or hunt 
protected furbearers. The clarification we seek is at what age are youth required to pass 
the mandatory trapper education course. For consistency, we recommend setting the age 
requirement at 12.  

2. SSWCD looks for further clarification on the required courses of mandatory trapper 
education for those only hunting protected furbearers, not trapping. What offered 
components, if any, will be required for hunting furbearers?  

3. Under the proposed changes a land set trap must be ½ mile from occupied dwellings 
(unless permitted by the occupant or set by the occupant). SSWCD has concerns for those 
trapping on private property in areas that have multiple dwellings within the required 
setback distance. This event is highly probable when trapping protected furbearers on 
farming properties. A trapper may have permission from the private landowner but an 
adjacent property and dwelling may be within the set threshold. SSWCD asks for 
clarification on how these situations will be handled? Will the trapper be required to 



 
receive permission from all landowners within the ½ mile distance or solely the 
landowner that the traps are set on?    

4. SSWCD has strong concerns with allowing the director to set a bag limit without specific 
reasoning behind the set limit. This specific reasoning shall not be based on social or 
political atmosphere but solely on scientific observations and data. The current proposed 
change does not specify the required reasoning behind the creation of the bag limit. We 
recommend that the proposed change read: Based solely on the support of scientific data 
the director, with verbal concurrence of the chairperson, shall be allowed to set a bag 
limit for a given species for one regulatory year.

New Mexico State Game Commissioner, David Soules,
 
 
I am writing to express my opposition to parts of the recently proposed rule changes for trapping and furbearers. From the
Department provided summary dated August 29, 20019 there are three particular items that I would like to address and explain
my opposition to. I will attempt to do so in the order that they appear on the summary.
 
First, it is my opinion that ¼ mile setback distances are quite sufficient for all locations indicated on the summary with the
possible exception of extremely high traffic areas and these areas should be treated on an individual basis. Not many trappers
care to make sets that are going to be compromised by pets and people, etc. ½ mile setbacks are definitely overkill in many of
the general locations within New Mexico that were indicated on the summary. This proposal reeks of the usurpation of
common sense by regulation.
 
The second item that I oppose is; allowing the director, with verbal concurrence of the Commission Chair to set a bag limit for
furbearers. By the Department’s Commission Meeting Agenda Briefing for the September 18th Commission meeting, which I
had previously found on the NMDGF website (I can no longer locate it on the website but I have attached a scanned copy for
reference); the background information provided in part 2 of the briefing along with Chief Liley’s presentation at the
Cloudcroft meeting, to the best of my interpretation, indicates that all is currently well with furbearer management and
populations, under the current rule….Here is where through lack of my own understanding, I need to get off into the weeds a
little….without clearly understanding exactly how the “four year rule” functions in relation to the current furbearer rule….I
don’t know if making the trapping and furbearer rule automatically allows the bag limit provision as indicated on the summary.
If so, then I oppose changing to a four year rule in its entirety. If it does not, I oppose the bag limit provision, as indicated,
separately, for the following reason:
 
Especially within the divided political climate in which we now exist, this provision would allow the potential for just two
people to severely impact the income of trappers by manipulating bag limits in relation to fur prices. There are many trappers
who depend upon revenue generated by fur sales to at least supplement the cost of their pursuit. This provision could be
easily and effectively used as a tool to kill public trapping by the attrition of trappers who could no longer afford to continue
due to financial impact. While my understanding of the Department provided background information and Chief Liley’s
presentation regarding furbearers seems to indicate that the Department has no immediate concern regarding populations of
legal furbearers and that populations appear to be healthy and stable, I see no reason to consider the possible imposition of
bag limits. As well, the potential for the imposition of bag limits, as indicated in the department summary, allows too much
potential for political weaponization.
 
Should the Department and Commission continue to go forward with a rule change that does allow for the potential
implementation of furbearer bag limits; at a minimum, the rule should require that the Director initiate the request and that
not less than five of the seven Commissioners consent, for approval. This would somewhat help to ensure consistency with
one of the founding principles of the North American Model, listed within Director Soane’s statement, on the inside cover of
the 2019‐2020 New Mexico Small Game Hunting Rules and Info booklet: “Science is the proper tool to determine and discharge
wildlife policy.”
 
In my reviewing and considering the above paragraphs, regarding bag limits and the four year rule, the Department provided
documents, and Chief Liley’s presentation that I referenced above; first, I apologize for the convolution of my writing and that I
couldn’t find a simpler, easier to read, way to express my views. Also, I did a little more research in regard to what the existing
trapping and furbearer rules are currently ‘under’, 19.31.10 NMAC. In light of my additional research, the Department’s
provided background information and Chief Liley’s Cloudcroft presentation, which all seem to indicate that the current
trapping and furbearer rules are working fine, along with the lack of any justification, that I have seen presented, for changing
to a four year rule, I would like to clearly state; I am opposed to changing to a four year rule and I am opposed to bag limits for



furbearers.
 
The third item on the summary that I am in disagreement with is; the proposed requirement for breakaway devices for all
snares set on land. This should be amended to exclude foot snares for cougars. I am aware that there is concurrently a separate
proposed rule change being considered, that would disallow the trapping of cougars by the public, which if adopted, would
preclude my opposition to the proposed rule change without the exclusion for cougar foot snares.

Dear Senator Heinrich: 

The Sportsmen’s Alliance is a national organization that has been leading the way to protect and preserve 
our outdoor heritage for over 40 years.  The New Mexico State Game Commission has recently proposed 
a rule that will ban trapping on an undisclosed amount of acreage of public land.  The Sportsmen’s 
Alliance, along with a growing coalition of New Mexico state based groups, are asking you to join us in 
opposing this action. (Commission’s Trapping and Furbearer Rule Development 19.32.2 NMAC) 

At the Commission’s August 22nd meeting, the New Mexico Department of Game and Fish described new 
restrictions in which trapping setbacks would be expanded to one half mile from trails, picnic areas, 
campgrounds and road side rest areas. Under current regulations, an individual can trap 25 yards off of 
trails and trail heads and a quarter of a mile away from roadside rest areas and picnic areas. This rule 
proposal would also ban land set traps from being used on the following public property: 

• The Sandia Ranger District,  

• The Eastern portion of Organ Mountain-Desert Peaks National Monument,  

• Forest Service lands within one half mile of NM Hwy 475 on the Santa Fe National Forest and NM Hwy 
150 on the Carson National Forest 

While safety is of the utmost importance, a one half mile set back is extreme and a huge, untold number 
of acreage will be affected by this proposal. Our organization has reached out to the New Mexico 
Department of Game and Fish and have asked for the amount of acres that would be affected and were 
told that they did not know. At the very least, the public should be made aware of how many acres that 
this rule will affect before even considering moving forward.  With setbacks already in place to protect 
people and their property, it would seem that the New Mexico State Game Commission is only trying to 
appease anti trapping legislators who made trapping bans one of their legislative priorities during the past 
legislative session but were defeated. 

Access to quality land is one of the top reasons that sportsmen and women limit or quit outdoor activities 
such as trapping.  When participation drops or ends altogether, much needed revenue to local economies 
as well as revenue to the state through the sale of licenses and permits will decline.  Why would anyone 
eliminate trapping on huge swaths of public land where trappers can help stop the spread of disease and 
aid in the prevention of livestock and pet depredation at no cost to the taxpayer?

Dear Director Sloane, Chair Prukop, members of the New Mexico Game Commission, and Mr. Reyes, 
 
On behalf of TrapFree New Mexico, a coalition of non-profit conservation and animal protection 
organizations that have been working to reform trapping and furbearer species policy in New Mexico for 
11 years, and each organization’s members and supporters in New Mexico, we respectfully submit these 
comments on the New Mexico Department of Game and Fish’s (NMDGF) most recent set of proposed 
changes to the Trapping and Furbearer Rule, dated August 29, 2019 (“Proposal”). 
 
Overall, the Proposal represents an inadequate effort to protect native wildlife, public lands, and 
companion animals, and one which various members of NMDGF and the Commission have stated 
publicly is intended to “preserve the future of trapping” despite opposition from the majority of New 
Mexicans. A ban on commercial, recreational, and unrestricted private depredation trapping across all of 
New Mexico’s public lands is the most effective way to align wildlife policy with the will of our state’s 
citizens, the best available science, and a 21st century ethic of coexistence, whether through administrative 
rulemaking or legislation. 
 
Animal Cruelty 
 
The American Veterinary Medical Association and the American Animal Hospital Association oppose 
routine trapping primarily because of the injuries, trauma, and suffering inflicted upon trapped animals.1 
Eight states have prohibitions on leghold traps, 14 have prohibitions on Conibear body-gripping traps, and 
21 have prohibitions on snares. New Mexico's neighboring state of Arizona prohibits all of these devices 
on public land,2 and northern neighbor Colorado prohibits them statewide.3

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Despite numerous modifications, most traps can cause serious injury and suffering, including broken legs, 
dislocated shoulders, lacerations, torn muscles, cuts to mouths and gums, broken teeth, fractures, 
amputation of digits, and death.4 An animal trapped on land may suffer from psychological stress and/or 
pain, starvation, dehydration, predation, or exposure to severe weather. 5 If captured in aquatic traps, 
animals adapted to swimming and diving for long periods such as beavers and river otters can slowly 
suffer from hypoxia even if they struggle before drowning.  
 
Conibear traps, intended to kill animals instantly by snapping the spinal column at the base of the neck, 
often mis-strike, and injured animals frequently escape from them. Studies show that Conibear traps 
generally kill less than 15 percent of trapped animals instantly and more than 40 percent usually die slow, 
painful deaths as unintended body parts such as abdomens, heads or limbs are smashed and crushed 
between the trap bars.6 
 
The nature of animal suffering caused by traps differs from traditional hunting practices, in which a 
hunter is present to identify his or her target (and can discriminate between the target and non-targets) and 
uses skill to take precise aim at the animal in order to minimize suffering. 
 
The Department of Game and Fish is citing trapping "Best Management Practices" (BMPs) in its 
presentations about trapping. These recommendations are not based on unbiased science, but instead 
based on voluntary reports and anecdotes from trappers and trapping advocates alone. The parameters 
used to judge animal suffering are arbitrary, and BMPs continue to allow terrible suffering as acceptable. 
BMPs were developed in response to the threat from the European Union to prohibit the importation of 
pelts from trapped animals because of significant concerns about animal welfare. But the very devices that 
the EU sought to prohibit were then conveniently found by those involved in the research to be acceptable 
after all. The BMP program has been criticized by independent scientists, wildlife professionals, and 
animal advocacy organizations as unscientific, self-serving, non-transparent, and designed to simply make 
trapping palatable to the broader public.7 
 
Upon discovery by a trapper, wildlife can be killed in horrific manners in part to preserve fur and pelt 
intactness. Commonly used methods include strangling, drowning, bludgeoning and chest stomping. 
 
While lamination, offsets, swivels, and anchors may offer incremental improvements, these and other 
changes in the Proposal ultimately will not sufficiently change the likelihood of suffering in leghold traps, 
nor can the Proposal adequately ensure that Conibear traps actually instantly kill animals. The Proposal 
also continues to allow trappers to kill trapped animals in unimaginably cruel ways.

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Only ~175,000 acres, or 0.5 percent of public lands in New Mexico, would be affected by the four 
closures proposed. That is a miniscule amount of the total land on which New Mexicans hike, bike, fish, 
hunt, camp, and watch wildlife. Department staff say that these are “high recreation use areas,” but have 
provided no data to differentiate these areas from the countless other public lands across the state that 
New Mexicans use. Moreover, there is no data to suggest that these areas are actually more prone to 
negative trapping incidents than others.  
 
While the Proposal’s closures may assuage the concerns of some urban New Mexicans that don’t venture 
far from home, they leave countless others vulnerable to encounters. Many New Mexicans and tourists 
alike enjoy utilizing public lands outside of the closure areas. 
 
New Mexico’s growing outdoor recreation economy—reliant on our amazing public lands—is among our 
state’s greatest sustainable economic drivers and a priority of Governor Michelle Lujan Grisham. The 
creation of the Division of Outdoor Recreation is a step towards maximizing and promoting that financial 
resource. Our antiquated trapping rules are a threat to that economy. Maimed and killed companion 
animals and gruesome encounters with trapped, suffering wildlife are a blight on our reputation as a 
destination for outdoor recreation. 
 
The increased setback around trailheads is welcome, but the omission of trails themselves is 
unconscionable. Department staff say that “trapper behavior” indicates that trappers won’t utilize trails 
because of the increased setback. Again, no data is provided to support this claim. If this claim is true, 
there is absolutely no reason that trails should not be closed entirely. At the same time, numerous 
incidents in past years where the public has found wildlife languishing in traps or experienced their dog 
caught in a trap have happened down-trail, miles beyond the trailhead. 
 
If, as implied by closure areas and trailhead setbacks, traps represent a danger and a threat on New 
Mexico’s public lands, the real solution is a closure of all public lands. Closing some areas while leaving 
others unprotected is an inconsistency that favors some New Mexicans and leaves others exposed to the 
dangers and trauma imposed by traps. 
 
Traps are Indiscriminate 
 
Traps are indiscriminate. This fact has been born out across the world, the country, and in New Mexico. 
Approximately 40 endangered Mexican gray wolves have been caught by non-government traps since 
1998. Non-target animals including ravens, black bears, ungulates, javelinas, cougars (including spotted 
kittens), ground dwelling birds, protected squirrels and of course domestic dogs have been caught—
sometimes injured, and sometimes killed—in New Mexico. Clarifying in the Proposal that it is unlawful 
to take certain species does not actually represent a change in outcome in the field.  
 
Both leghold traps and Conibear traps have a high potential for capturing and/or killing non-target 
animals. Field studies of the Conibear 120 Magnum (used to trap small animals such as minks and pine 
martens) have shown that non-targeted species constitute more than 73 percent of all captures. Other 
information shows that between 2 and 10 non-targeted animals are trapped for every target animal 
captured. Still other studies found that non-targeted animals constitute between 56 percent and 76 percent 
of leghold trap captures.8

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The only way to ensure that non-target animals—including endangered, threatened, non-game, and 
domestic animals—are not caught in traps is to eliminate traps from the landscape except when used or 
overseen by scientific professionals. 
 
Decimation of Native Wildlife for Commercial and Private Profit 
 
The NMDGF supports the continuation of trapping native species without sufficient population data on 
furbearer species. Instead, NMDGF relies on faulty methods to gauge population health. In their 
presentations about population health, Department staff has insinuated that high bobcat mortalities implies 
a healthy population, but an increase in swift fox mortalities would be cause for concern—this is a 
baffling inconsistency. “Catch per unit effort” is cited by the Department as being acceptable for bobcats, 
but this data is only gathered from successful bobcat trappers which creates an inherent bias that 
compromises this assertion—there is no accounting for the number of unsuccessful trappers that never 
report this data. As a result, the primary pillar on which the Department bases its knowledge—and the 
subsequent broad lack of bag limits and annual kill limits—is the opinion of trappers. The NMDGF is 
catering to trappers’ wishes by relying on those same trappers to inform its understanding of how native 
species populations are faring.  
 
Without any actual, scientific studies on furbearer populations, we cannot know that trapping is not or 
will not harm these populations. We are living through the sixth mass extinction event in Earth's history. 
In New Mexico’s fragile ecosystems, drought and other climate change implications will possibly make 
native species’ existences that much more difficult. Biodiversity (both within populations and among 
different species) is key to the resilience of our ecosystems. There is no publicly available data to suggest 
that trapping is not harming that biodiversity and resilience. 
 
Moreover, the persecution of native carnivores can have negative consequences for the biome. A study in 
the Henry Mountains of Utah found that jackrabbits were the main source of competition with cattle for 
fodder. Intensive culling of coyotes, the main predator of jackrabbits, to supposedly benefit cattle has 
implication for the vegetative community that underpins ecosystem health and productivity.9  
 
The North American Model of Conservation, which is often cited by wildlife managers and policymakers, 
expressly seeks to eliminate markets for wildlife.10 Yet the purpose of commercial trapping is for private 
trappers to profit from the sale of trapped animal pelts. Another tenet declares that science is the proper 
tool for the discharge of wildlife policy, yet scientific data about the population densities, trends and 
effects of trapping are largely lacking when it comes to the species in New Mexico exploited for their fur. 
In short, commercial and recreational trapping is inherently at odds with the North American Model. 
 
The Department should have thorough, scientific, peer-reviewed studies on all native furbearer species 
populations if it is going to allow harvest of those species. Until that precautionary principle is satisfied, 
commercial and recreational trapping should cease. 
 
Furbearer “Management” 
 
Trapping has been touted by Department staff as a “legitimate” and "valuable" wildlife management tool. 
However, the type and scope of trapping has not been specified nor are the reasons stated for its necessity.

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There are no management plans for any trapped species, no stated goals, and no monitoring whether goals 
are being met, particularly for trapping by private individuals. New Mexico does not know the locations 
nor the number of traps set each year. Recreational and commercial trapping meets no known definition 
of the term "management" at all. Moreover, the majority of species trapped in New Mexico are self-
regulating—populations are kept balanced by biological carrying capacity, social structures, and the 
establishment and defense of territories. 
 
Trapping has not been shown to effectively protect against or mitigate livestock depredation concerns and 
in fact can exacerbate depredation risk when the rigid social structure of canid packs is disrupted by 
trapping.11 Arizona and Colorado have both heavily restricted trapping and livestock depredation is not 
shown to have increased.12 
 
Despite allusions to disease control by NMDGF staff during a presentation on the Proposal, a study on the 
Department’s own website states that “[t]he influence of trapping on the occurrence and spread of wildlife 
diseases has not been established definitively.”13 According to the Centers for Disease Control, the 
National Academy of Sciences and the World Health Organization, as well as numerous other scientific, 
public health and veterinary organizations, there is no scientific evidence that trapping controls the spread 
of disease such as rabies.14  
 
Because of social disruption, trapping can actually exacerbate disease outbreak as territories go up for 
grabs and the potential for physical contact caused by disputes between animals increases. The rabies 
outbreak in gray foxes in southwest New Mexico in 2008 followed an extremely high level of take by 
trappers. Over 1300 gray foxes were trapped and killed in Grant County alone in the 2007-2008 trapping 
season. It would appear that trapping not only didn't prevent the outbreak, but it may have instigated and 
worsened it. Uncoordinated, unplanned, and sporadic recreational and commercial trapping cannot be said 
to have value in mitigating wildlife diseases like rabies. 
 
Furthermore, trappers do not prize animals culled naturally—typically the ill, aged, infirm, and very 
young—which can keep wildlife populations healthy. Instead, trappers work against natural selection by 
removing the healthiest animals with the best fur and discarding the unhealthy ones as by-catch.  
 
Commercial and recreational trapping is not guided by science or driven by a goal. It doesn’t follow a 
plan, and is not specific to any species or geographical region. Therefore, it cannot be characterized in the 
least as a legitimate wildlife management tool.

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Conclusion 
 
We see no evidence that commercial and recreational trapping provides any benefit to wildlife. It is 
prohibited in many areas of New Mexico such as national parks and some monuments, the Valles 
Caldera and even Game Commission owned lands already without negative consequences. For this 
reason—and given concerns about animal suffering, public safety, and wildlife exploitation—we 
find it unacceptable anywhere in our state. But it is especially egregious when it occurs on public 
lands because of the conflict it creates with public use and values. For these reasons, we find the 
Proposal to be inadequate, and at a minimum urge that the use of traps and snares for private, 
commercial, or unrestricted depredation purposes be restricted to private lands only.

Here are some critical reasons why trapping should be banned:

even self-amputation.

Trapping is indiscriminate: unlike hunting, traps maim and kill non-target animals. Endangered species and

companion animals are often caught in traps.

New Mexico State Game Commissioner Tirzio Lopez,
 
 
 
I am writing to express my opposition to part of the proposed bear and cougar rule changes. Specifically, I am opposed to the
Department’s recommendation to no longer allow the use of traps and snares as a legal method for the harvest of cougars.
 
In attempting to understand why the Department would propose this rule change, I have reviewed the published Commission
Meeting Agenda Briefing, titled “Subsequent Discussion on the Bear and Cougar Rule for 2020‐2024 Hunting Seasons” and I also
attended the Commission meeting at Cloudcroft, held on September 18th, 2019. Please forgive me if I have missed something
but the only reason that I have been able to find for this proposed rule change, is in the Department’s Briefing where it is
stated:
 
“The Department recommends no longer allowing traps and snares as a legal method for sport harvest because it is only
minimally being used by sportsmen and women.  During each of the past three years, between 4 and 20 cougars were
harvested with traps, representing between 1 and 7% of the total harvest.”
 
In my opinion, “because it is only minimally used by sportsmen and women.” seems to be an extremely weak rationale to
disallow a practice that has been established to be an effective cougar management tool, especially when it is funded by
individual trappers. I have seen no mention of administrative costs or other detriments to the Department. I do see that
allowing the practice to continue has the potential to increase revenue for the Department by the sale of licenses. It also
seems to me that 7% of a total annual harvest is a significant number for a practice that has only been allowed for a short time
and in limited areas. I expect that expansion of the allowable trapping area, to include federal lands, would likely change the
harvest numbers substantially.
 
Disallowing the use of traps and snares by the public also seems contradictory to the Department’s mission statement, where it
is stated; “using a flexible management system that ensures sustainable use for public food supply, recreation and safety”;
specifically in regard to the recreation aspect.
 
Why the Department would forego potentially increased revenue, however minimal and instead prevent the public from
assisting in a management practice that brings in revenue for an activity that the Department has historically expended funds
to accomplish is not fiscally logical. As well, doing so is a restriction upon public freedom and is contrary to the principles on
which our country was founded.
 
Above, I have expressed the primary points of my concern regarding the proposed rule change. Here, I would like to ask that
this proposed rule change (No longer allow foothold traps and foot snares as a method of take for cougars) be deleted, in its
entirety as well as ask that the Department work to expand the allowable public cougar trapping area to include federal lands
within the state. Also, here; as I expect that time may be limited for those who review these comments, I would like to thank
you for considering my views and requests. Below, I will offer my perspective (which does include speculation) on why the
Department may have proposed this particular rule change and also explain my ‘standing’ regarding this matter….in case it
matters and if time allows for these to be taken into account.
 
 
This is speculative on my part but it appears to me that the Department may have proposed the above discussed rule change as
a concession to the “anti‐trappers” as well as possibly other “animal rights, etc.”  types of groups and/or individuals. For that
reason, I would like to explain my perspective in regard to what those types of folks seem to be on a mission to accomplish.
 
I would like to make it clear that I do understand compassion. I also understand that many, if not most, animals are beautiful
and/or cute to look at. I enjoy seeing wildlife probably as much as anybody. I greatly prefer to see wildlife that is healthy as
opposed to otherwise. I also understand that wildlife is a resource given to us, to be used and managed. I know that some folks
will never come to terms with the concept of “humanely harvesting” or basically “humanely killing” something but there are
several facts to be considered. Among those facts are: life is not fair; death is not fair; all living things will die; humans have for
longer than I can attest to, relied upon the death of animals for subsistence (and in some cases vice versa); many animals rely
on the death of other animals for subsistence; few of us humans and virtually no animals consciously choose when or how we
will die. With these facts in mind, it simply stands to reason that life relies upon death. There is no way around it, on Earth. I
and many others accept these facts, anyone who does not, does not accept reality.



 
Now as far as some perspective on ‘humanely killing’; it seems to me that the most humane way to die would be to just cease
to live….no pain….no suffering…no stress….etc. Some living beings are apparently afforded that ultimately humane type of
death but probably not most. Do animals, specifically predatory animals consider humanely killing their prey? Seems doubtful,
doesn’t it? While one healthy deer fawn might be virtually killed instantly from a lion bite through the skull, never knowing
that the lion was even in the area, an elk calf may have its ears and tail chewed off by coyotes that then begin feeding upon its
entrails before it is dead. Then, let’s consider how long and painful a disease, old age or other affliction might be in bringing
about death. I think there is not much, in general, that we as humans can do to change the circumstances of death, short of
possibly nuking the entire Earth, all at once.
 
Is attempting to kill an animal with a rifle shot to the brain, which is a relatively small target, more humane than with a shot
through the lungs? Is trapping and dispatching an animal more humane than being killed by disease, old age, mange or a non‐
human predator? The answers to these questions and an infinite number of similar questions are obviously relative to the
individual and the circumstances. So, as a hunter, a trapper, a harvester of wildlife and domestic animals, the best I can do is to
be as humane as possible, within reason.
 
All who live for any significant length of time on Earth are dependent upon death. Some may claim to subsist entirely without
relying upon the death of animals but have they considered the insect, rodent and possibly bird control utilized in the
production of their grub? I accept these facts of life and death and have come to terms with participating in the respectful
killing of animals, as humans have always done. For those who won’t accept facts, my suggestion to you is; find something else,
something that pleases you and is worthwhile to think about and let someone else do the killing for your subsistence.
 
For those who actively seek to change, unnecessarily restricting our American way of life, as hunters, fishermen, trappers,
owners and users of public land and resources; as well as our government representatives and their appointees, who make and
modify laws and rules, I would like to offer the following comment: Please keep in mind that the Constitution of the United
States was implemented to limit the government, not for the purpose of limiting the freedom of the people. To our
government officials; I am well aware that our freedoms under the Constitution have already been compromised on many
facets and I urge you to work to reduce the usurpation that has already taken place while not allowing further erosion of the
people’s freedom. To the “activists” who continually assault our freedom to do or be things that they don’t like or agree with;
Where will your assault on freedom end? Shall I actively seek to have the government mandate that you change the brick on
your house because I don’t like the color of it? To the man who commented at the Cloudcroft meeting that he loves to hunt but
would like to see trapping banned; get ready bud, you’re next.
 
 
In regard to my ‘standing’ regarding this matter: I am a lifelong New Mexico resident and for the last 49 consecutive years, I
have bought various combinations of New Mexico hunting, fishing, trapping, bear, cougar and draw hunt licenses. As I approach
a time in my life where it appears that I may be afforded some free time in the next few years, I decided that I would learn to
trap, an activity that I have always been interested in but never had the time to pursue. A large part of my decision to get
involved in trapping was due to having the potential of legally harvesting cougars. Just in the last few months, I have done a lot
of studying, talking with experienced trappers and stocking up on the equipment needed. While I intend to learn to catch
animals other than cougars as well, I probably would not have jumped off into the investment without the potential to legally
set for and harvest cougars. I understand and accept that life is not fair but just so those of you who are making decisions
regarding our wildlife laws and activities might more comprehensively understand the impact of your decisions, I’d like for you
to know that I have invested well beyond a thousand dollars and I’m fairly certain that if I took the time to account for all of it,
likely over two thousand dollars towards this endeavor and I assure you that this is no exaggeration. I have also spent many
hours adjusting, dying and waxing traps, fabricating stakes and getting ready for the season. So to conclude; it is quite
discouraging to see the Department and Commission consider shutting down something that I just made a significant
investment into and was so looking forward to, especially with no more rationale than what has been presented.

Dear Members of the NM Game Commission:

 

Please consider the wishes of the majority of New Mexicans who wish to free our public lands from the scourge of traps. My own
experience confirms that traps placed on our public lands are a dangerous menace to all who live near or hike on our public lands. In the
winter of 2010, my two dogs were caught in traps as I was walking in the National Forest that surrounds my village of San Cristobal, NM
(Taos County). While attempting to free one dog who was howling in pain, my own fingers got caught in the trap. Luckily, that trap was
loosely hooked by a chain around a tree so I was able to untie it and run down to the village with the trap on my hand, where a neighbor
helped release me. I then drove up and found my other dog trapped as well. Her trap was staked into frozen ground. Because of the
unique circumstances pertaining to how she was trapped, I was able to release her in about an hour with tools in my car. If my trap had
been similarly staked, I may have died that night in the sub-freezing temperatures. This dog required many stitches and antibiotics. I
received x-rays, antibiotics and a tetanus shot at urgent care. My fingers are still damaged. Total cost: around $500. Much worse was
the trauma to myself and my dogs, and a now persistent knowing that anywhere I walk with my dogs on public lands throughout our
state, we are susceptible to again becoming victim to this senseless, cruel and abhorrent practice.

 

These indiscriminate devices also capture many hundreds of unintended animals yearly, including endangered or threatened species,
and conflict with the vast majority of New Mexicans' ethical and humane values.

 

The outdoor recreation economy relies on having safe public lands that people can enjoy. Traps, snares, and poisons put the public at
risk -- whether it's New Mexicans hiking with their families and dogs, or tourists from out-of-state spending time on our public lands.
Neighboring states (Colorado and Arizona) have already banned traps, snares and poisons on public land.

 

To be clear, prohibiting traps will not affect hunting or fishing. Also, the following exceptions to a total ban have been suggested:

 

> It could allow government entities to protect human health and safety in specific situations;

> It could allow the NMDGF to use non-lethal traps/snares to address depredation;

> It could allow the use of live cage traps to remove animals damaging crops, property, or livestock on public land, and to recover lost
domestic animals or feral animals;

 

 

I strongly believe that all of the above reasons and considerations for banning traps on NM public lands vastly outweigh arguments put
forth by proponents of trapping, as does the overwhelming public sentiment to prohibit traps.

I hope that the members of the NMGFD/NMGFC will adopt a reasonable, conservative bear management program.  Bears in
New Mexico are one of the most vulnerable species in the state because of their low reproductive rates.  I am asking you to
review the current bear sow hunt limit and adjust the current number to a lower number.

The current sow limit is 318 for the next four years yet the harvest average for the last four years is 180. The average age of
sows being killed is 6.5 years and in New Mexico sows normally have their first cub at 5.7 years.  For a healthy bear population
to survive in New Mexico, I propose that no more than 100 sows (including depredation) be killed statewide in future harvests
until harvested sow ages show that they are rebounding to viable age ranges.

I was not aware until I read a letter to the editor (Abq Journal, 17 Sep 2019) from Craig McClure (Black Bear Bureau) that New
Mexico allowed killing of bear cubs that are 1 year old or less.  Also I did not realize that hunters were allowed to use dogs to
hunt down and trap the bears or cougars and then use telemetry to locate and shoot them like they were in a carnival arcade. 
This is hunting ??  No, this blood sport and something that I believe most New Mexicans would not support.  I urge you to
prohibit the killing of bear cubs and the use of dogs to hunt bears or cougars.

As the Board President and CEO of the New Mexico Wildlife Center, I am writing you to express my opposition to traps and
snares on public land.

Traps are cruel. Trapped animals are subject to prolonged pain, dehydration, starvation, broken bones, predation, dislocation, self-
amputation, and emotional trauma. This bobcat found near La Jencia represents such suffering. It is not uncommon for leghold
traps to be found with only a paw/foot left in them. The survival of these trap victims is questionable.

Traps are indiscriminate. Traps frequently maim and kill non-target animals and there are many such instances across the state.
Traps can catch animals as small as chipmunks. In New Mexico, non-target animals that have been killed or maimed by leghold
traps include black bears, Mexican gray wolves (over 40 incidents), owls, and mountain lions. One caller to Animal Protection of
New Mexico's Cruelty Hotline reported finding and releasing an injured raven caught in a trap. Many other species are at risk,
including domestic animals...

Traps are a public safety hazard. Along with non-target wildlife, leghold traps have injured and killed domestic dogs or cats in
nearly every county in New Mexico. Last year at least two dogs (Roxy and Ranger) were killed by traps in the state and a handful
more were injured (Kekoa was among multiple dogs that lost a leg). Data from reported incidents on public lands show that traps
threaten all New Mexicans and their companion animals, not just those who recreate near populated areas of the state.

Trapping is a drain on native populations for private profit. For only $20 ($9 for juniors), a trapper is given free rein to wreak
havoc on native furbearer populations. There are no bag limits for furbearers in New Mexico and any trapper can kill as many
animals as he wants—selling the pelts, depending on the species, for up to several hundred dollars each, profiting off the wildlife
held in trust for all New Mexicans.

Thank you for reading my comments. Please consider banning trapping altogether, for the above valid reasons.

It is not uncommon for leghold
traps to be found with only a paw/foot left in them. The survival of these trap victims is questionable.

Traps are indiscriminate: Traps frequently maim and kill non-target animals and there are many such instances across the state.
Traps can catch animals as small as chipmunks. In New Mexico, non-target animals that have been killed or maimed by leghold
traps include black bears, Mexican gray wolves (over 40 incidents), owls, and mountain lions. One caller to Animal Protection of
New Mexico's Cruelty Hotline reported finding and releasing an injured raven caught in a trap. Many other species are at risk,
including domestic animals...

Traps are a public safety hazard: Along with non-target wildlife, leghold traps have injured and killed domestic dogs or cats in
nearly every county in New Mexico. Last year at least two dogs (Roxy and Ranger) were killed by traps in the state and a handful
more were injured (Kekoa was among multiple dogs that lost a leg). Data from reported incidents on public lands show that traps
threaten all New Mexicans and their companion animals, not just those who recreate near populated areas of the state.

Traps are cruel: Trapped animals are subject to prolonged pain, dehydration, starvation, broken bones, predation, dislocation, self-
amputation, and emotional trauma. This bobcat found near La Jencia represents such suffering. It is not uncommon for leghold
traps to be found with only a paw/foot left in them. The survival of these trap victims is questionable.

Traps are indiscriminate: Traps frequently maim and kill non-target animals and there are many such instances across the state.
Traps can catch animals as small as chipmunks. In New Mexico, non-target animals that have been killed or maimed by leghold
traps include black bears, Mexican gray wolves (over 40 incidents), owls, and mountain lions. One caller to Animal Protection of
New Mexico's Cruelty Hotline reported finding and releasing an injured raven caught in a trap. Many other species are at risk,
including domestic animals...

Traps are a public safety hazard: Along with non-target wildlife, leghold traps have injured and killed domestic dogs or cats in
nearly every county in New Mexico. Last year at least two dogs (Roxy and Ranger) were killed by traps in the state and a handful
more were injured (Kekoa was among multiple dogs that lost a leg). Data from reported incidents on public lands show that traps
threaten all New Mexicans and their companion animals, not just those who recreate near populated areas of the state.

Trapping is a drain on native wildlife populations for private profit: For only $20 ($9 for juniors), a trapper is given free rein to
wreak havoc on native furbearer populations. There are no bag limits for furbearers in New Mexico and any trapper can kill as
many animals as he wants—selling the pelts, depending on the species, for up to several hundred dollars each, profiting off the
wildlife held in trust for all New Mexicans.

Dear Commissioners,

I am writing to implore you to revisit your woefully inadequate proposal for new limits on animal trapping in New Mexico; I urge
you to ban trapping on all New Mexico public lands.

I retired to Silver City, New Mexico to enjoy hiking on public lands with my dogs.  I became alarmed upon learning how exposed
I am to trapping incidents and injuries, given the lack of any meaningful controls on trapping in this state, or meaningful safeguards
to protect me, my dogs, and non-target wildlife including most significantly, endangered Mexican wolves.  These circumstances,
and reading the harrowing accounts of individuals, pets and wildlife involved in trap incidents, has diminished my use and
enjoyment of my precious public lands.  

The detrimental impacts of trapping on New Mexico public lands far outweigh the minuscule private benefits to the handful of
people that still engage in this practice from a bygone era.  First, recreational users of New Mexico public lands outnumber
trappers by orders of magnitudes, and the in-state economic benefits of recreational use are enormous and growing.  These uses
and benefits are seriously threatened by trapping -- it only takes a few horrific trap encounters to dissuade people from using their
public lands, and the emotional scars of actually being involved in a trap encounter will stay with people for years.  Relatedly,
trapping is cruel, to an extent that is vastly inconsistent with modern values and sensibilities of New Mexicans.  New Mexicans'
rejection of cruel trapping practices is evident in the support for ending coyote killing contests and the overwhelming support for
ending all trapping on public lands.  In addition, trapping is disturbingly indiscriminate, catching, maiming and killing "non-target"
animals including pets, people and threatened and endangered wildlife at a not insignificant level.  Even a single injury to a family
dog hiking companion is intolerable given that encounters cannot be completely avoided due to the lack of controls on placement
of traps and lack of flags or other markings that would allow avoidance of traps.  But, trapping, injuring or killing even a single
endangered Mexican gray wolf is a significant threat to the recovery of this species and is not tolerable.  Moreover, trapping,
injuring or killing Mexican gray wolves without a permit is illegal, and arguably the state is vicariously liable for these violations of
the Endangered Species Act by knowingly authorizing trapping that continues to take numerous protected wolves.

Given the facts, costs and benefits of trapping on New Mexico public lands, the only rational course of action in the public interest
is to completely ban such trapping.

It is not uncommon for leghold
traps to be found with only a paw/foot left in them. The survival of these trap victims is questionable.

Traps are indiscriminate: Traps frequently maim and kill non-target animals and there are many such instances across the state.
Traps can catch animals as small as chipmunks. In New Mexico, non-target animals that have been killed or maimed by leghold
traps include black bears, Mexican gray wolves (over 40 incidents), owls, and mountain lions. One caller to Animal Protection of
New Mexico's Cruelty Hotline reported finding and releasing an injured raven caught in a trap. Many other species are at risk,
including domestic animals...

Traps are a public safety hazard: Along with non-target wildlife, leghold traps have injured and killed domestic dogs or cats in
nearly every county in New Mexico. Last year at least two dogs (Roxy and Ranger) were killed by traps in the state and a handful
more were injured (Kekoa was among multiple dogs that lost a leg). Data from reported incidents on public lands show that traps
threaten all New Mexicans and their companion animals, not just those who recreate near populated areas of the state.

Traps are cruel: Trapped animals are subject to prolonged pain, dehydration, starvation, broken bones, predation, dislocation, self-
amputation, and emotional trauma. This bobcat found near La Jencia represents such suffering. It is not uncommon for leghold
traps to be found with only a paw/foot left in them. The survival of these trap victims is questionable.

Traps are indiscriminate: Traps frequently maim and kill non-target animals and there are many such instances across the state.
Traps can catch animals as small as chipmunks. In New Mexico, non-target animals that have been killed or maimed by leghold
traps include black bears, Mexican gray wolves (over 40 incidents), owls, and mountain lions. One caller to Animal Protection of
New Mexico's Cruelty Hotline reported finding and releasing an injured raven caught in a trap. Many other species are at risk,
including domestic animals...

Traps are a public safety hazard: Along with non-target wildlife, leghold traps have injured and killed domestic dogs or cats in
nearly every county in New Mexico. Last year at least two dogs (Roxy and Ranger) were killed by traps in the state and a handful
more were injured (Kekoa was among multiple dogs that lost a leg). Data from reported incidents on public lands show that traps
threaten all New Mexicans and their companion animals, not just those who recreate near populated areas of the state.

Trapping is a drain on native wildlife populations for private profit: For only $20 ($9 for juniors), a trapper is given free rein to
wreak havoc on native furbearer populations. There are no bag limits for furbearers in New Mexico and any trapper can kill as
many animals as he wants—selling the pelts, depending on the species, for up to several hundred dollars each, profiting off the
wildlife held in trust for all New Mexicans.

Hundreds upon hundreds of hours of research done by educated biologists has resulted in an abundance of wildlife. As you know, the
NAMOW supports regulated trapping. Trapping is a large part of the success of non predatory wildlife as well as the animals we
trap.Wildlife management should be science based. Politics has no place in wildlife management.

The proposed setback rule is concerning for a few reasons. 1-The new distance proposal would exclude some farms and many ranch
pastures, at the least there should be an exemption for private property. 2- The NMDG&F has been promoting hunting, fishing and
trapping for the last few years because involvement has been lacking,reducing available land goes against this. 3- The very pets that this
proposal aims to protect will in fact put them at increased risk. A dog is far more likely to be injured or killed by a coyote on a trail, than
injured by a trap. Lets not forget that the reason for the leash law is to protect the public, livestock and wildlife from loose dogs.

Allowing the Department the ability to set bag limits, again has no scientific basis. If you consider the size of New Mexico (77 million
acres) versus the number of trappers and the number of furbearers taken each year, there is absolutely no reason for this. It will open
Pandoras box for both the Game Department and outdoorsmen and women in our state. The anti hunting groups will see this as an
opportunity to put pressure on the Game Department as well as the commission on a yearly basis.

The proposed changes are too
weak to make any meaningful difference to the safety of our public lands and the integrity of our ecosystem—in fact, some
proposals could actually make trapping worse. Here are just a few reasons why we need SIGNIFICANT changes to state
trapping rules—ones that will stop profit-driven private trapping on public lands, and keep our communities safe.

Traps are cruel: Trapped animals are subject to prolonged pain, dehydration, starvation, broken bones, predation, dislocation, self-
amputation, and emotional trauma. It is not uncommon for leghold traps to be found with only a paw/foot left in them. The survival
of these trap victims is unlikely.

Traps are indiscriminate: Traps frequently maim and kill non-target animals and there are many such instances across the state,
including endangered Mexican gray wolves, federally protected owls, and mountain lions.

Traps are a public safety hazard: Along with non-target wildlife, leghold traps have injured and killed domestic dogs or cats in
nearly every county in New Mexico. Last year at least two dogs (Roxy and Ranger) were killed by traps in the state and a handful
more were injured (Kekoa was among multiple dogs that lost a leg). Data from reported incidents on public lands show that traps
threaten all New Mexicans and their companion animals, not just those who recreate near populated areas of the state.

Trapping is a drain on native wildlife populations for private profit: For only $20 ($9 for juniors), a trapper is given free rein to
wreak havoc on native furbearer populations. There are no bag limits for furbearers in New Mexico and any trapper can kill as
many animals as he wants—selling the pelts, depending on the species, for up to several hundred dollars each, profiting off the
wildlife held in trust for all New Mexicans.

I would like to make the following comments regarding the proposed

furbearer rule.

 

First, it is extremely difficult to comment on a draft rule when the rule

is not provided and just some general summary comments are.

 

Setbacks regarding occupied dwellings, roadside rest areas, roadside

picnic areas need to exempt landowners and their agents on private

property.

 

Rule needs to allow landowners ability to designate agent to trap on

private property regarding setbacks (does not currently do so).

 

Additional proposed closure areas in Sandias and Organs need to continue

to allow use of cage and foot encapsulating (dog proof) traps.

 

I oppose proposal to allow Director to set one year bag limit.

Populations can fluctuate due to disease and weather but just like small

game, harvest intensity is self limiting based on population levels. We

don't set annual bag limits on game bird or small game species every year

due to annual fluctuations.

 



I oppose year round raccoon season of any type. Season should be

concurrent with beaver and muskrat seasons and no pursuit season.

Depredation issues need be handled just as Department says other species

would be.

 

Summary wording regarding water set foothold size limits would cause

limitation to not apply to 8" and 12" traps only those in "between".

 

Visual electronic check of land sets needs to be legal to fulfill agent

requirement. This is 21st century and technology is available. Often

used

by State wildlife agencies now. Would allow for 24 hour monitoring.

 

Extend trap check requirement on lethal water sets (defined as submersion

sets in BMPs) to every other calendar day.

 

Allow trapping on state wildlife management areas where appropriate to

fulfill management needs.

 

Require bobcat pelts to be tagged by end of license year (March 31) Will

eliminate potential poaching window of opportunity. Still gives 16 days

after season to tag.

 

Department needs to request and have provision for reporting of

unprotected furbearers (i.e. coyotes, skunks, opossums) to track harvest

and determine any range expansion or occurrences on annual harvest report.

 

 

 

Department needs to determine extent of current and proposed closure areas

in state. Significant areas are currently closed due to ownership of

policy of managing agencies now plus Department restrictions. Basic

information to properly evaluate impact of proposals.

 



Setbacks are contradictory in that Department rules allow for firearm

discharge within 150 yards of occupied dwellings and no restrictions from

picnic areas, rest areas, trails, trailheads, boat launch areas etc. This

can be a real safety issue versus setting a legal trap.

The Silver City Daily Press article by Geoffrey Plant reporting on the Water and Natural Resources Committee's consideration of
the stream access issue describes exchanges between Committee vice-chair McQueen and G&FD Director Sloane and lays bare
the first two concerns below.  

The Game Commission did not and does not have the statutory authority to determine navigability of New Mexico's
streams and rivers.  

 The Game Commission's 2017 rule and approval of the five 2018 applications were issued in disregard of the New
Mexico Supreme Court opinion in State v Red River Valley Co. 51 N.M. 207 that affirmed New Mexicans’
constitutional right for public access to our streams and rivers.  Navigability was not at issue.  The Game Commission
sued to protect public access to public waters and prevailed.  Three New Mexico Attorneys General—Udall, King,
and Balderas—have issued supporting opinions.

Gonzales that none of New Mexico's streams and rivers are navigable, meaning that in the eyes of the Game
Commission's 2017 rule, all rivers that flow through private property can be privatized.

The Game Commission passed its rules and approved the five privatization applications without public outreach. I just
learned of the rule after it had been approved.

Looking at the current roster of the New Mexico Game Commission one would think that some degree of biological and common sense
considerations would enter into its decision making process. But that would not seem to be the case if the political appointees of the
commission were swayed by the uninformed nineteenth century rhetoric we heard espoused by supporters of traps, snares, and
poisons from the Roundhouse steps during the last legislative session. I am well aware that New Mexico is still a poor state and that it
is often more than difficult to gain employment here, especially in the far flung rural villages; and that, yes, some people do manage to
eke out, or supplement, their livings by trapping furbearers. But at what cost to the environmental dynamics that nature strives to
maintain in the face of the "development" and sprawl that threatens virtually every biome within this state? (I do not consider the
protection of at-large household pets to be a valid reason to allow the killing of natural predators: those losses are the responsibility of
pet owners who, through ignorance or defiance, disregard laws, regulations and the dictates of common sense). Painting trappers as
protectors of the environment simply doesn't work: this was made painfully obvious to me several years ago, when, living in the San
Pedro Mountains of southern Santa Fe County, I came upon a (barely) live gray fox in a leg-hold trap. Although it had been six days
since the last snowfall, there were no tracks other than my own anywhere in the vicinity; not the fox's, and certainly not the trappers..a
week of needless pain, and a slow death. I still see it whenever I come upon an untended trap.

 

We still see livestock allowed to calve in unprotected areas of leased State and Federal lands, a condition that would seem to tempt
any large predator, and one that could be addressed without the removal of any and all such predators by lethal means, one would think.

 

Even as the NMDGF still "enjoys" the reputation of being a "Hook and Bullet Club" there is a rather robust Conservation arm whose
research should be included in proposals such as that concerning the continued use of leg-hold traps, snares, and poisons that persist
in our environment (to continue killing). Game commission decisions are not infallible: it has taken decades to rebuild our deer herds
after a doe hunt was allowed several decades ago;

after a comprehensive survey of mountain lions found far fewer animals than had been expected, the Commission allowed the former
high limits of killing to continue; and, more recently, while researchers in the field were noting a precipitous decline in Lesser Prairie-
chicken numbers, the Commission proposed reopening a season on them (even in the absence of public demand). I urge this
Commission to do away with the wanton, inhumane killing of our wildlife by means of archaic traps, snares and forever poisons.

The July 24, 2019 90 day moratorium on certification of said segments has expired, and no public documents from the 
New Mexico Attorney General's Office have been presented or reviewed regarding these certifications.  I urge all of you to extend an indefinite 
moratorium on Certification of Non-Navigable Water Segments until a full legal review and public comment period can be obtained and analysed.  
From my perspective these certifications are fundamentally flawed.  Two out of three of current certifications are held by wealthy owners with a Texas 
address. I recently obtained an Inspection of Public Records Act (IPRA) request and discovered that two applications have been submitted from Texans 
on two navigable streams, being again the Pecos River and Rio Chama.  Below I copied links to hydrographs for Rio Chama and Pecos River each from 
April
1, 2019 to June 30, 2019.  Note the cubic feet per second (cfs) during spring 2019 was over 2000 on Rio Chama and over 900 on Pecos River for the 
segments in question.  The Pecos River USGS gauge is on or within 0.5 miles of River Bend Ranch, and the USGS Rio Chama gauge above Chama is 
upstream of the Canones Creek property application.  Please note that the median cfs on both gauges during times on these hydrographs are floatable 
with a 14' raft.

This Certification of Non-This Navigable Water Segments is in conflict with the New Mexico Supreme Court decision of State ex. rel. State Game 
Commission v. Red River Valley Co. 51 N.M. 207; 182 P.2d 421 (1945, 1946, & 1947).  Furthermore, the United States Supreme Court decision in the 
Daniel Ball case determined, and has been consistently upheld that "a river is navigable in law if it is navigable in fact."

I will not be able to attend this Friday afternoon Game Commission meeting, as I am working in San Miguel County, New Mexico.  Thank you for 
consideration.

The Game Commission is considering minor changes to the trapping rule: they are inadequate.
Another trapping season is looming in New Mexico after last year’s saw at least two dogs killed, a handful of others injured, and
untold thousands of native wildlife trapped and skinned for their fur !
Nearly 70% of New Mexicans oppose trapping entirely. While a public lands trapping ban (like Roxy’s Law) is the best way to
stop the cruelty and risk to public safety, our commissioners instead are entertaining an inadequate set of changes to the rule,
including :

Closing only 0.5% of New Mexico’s public land to most traps.
Increasing setbacks from trailheads, but not from trails or roads.
Adopting a year-round season for raccoons and nutria.
Increasing trap check times for underwater traps.
Minor changes aren’t going to fly. 
New Mexicans want and deserve traps OFF of public lands. 
Traps maim and kill non-target animals. Endangered species and companion animals are often caught in traps. Trapped animals
endure stress, dehydration, starvation, broken bones, dislocations, predation, and even self-amputation.
Traps are cruel, they are indiscriminate, they are dangerous, and they are sapping our landscapes of native wildlife.  
For only $20, a trapper can kill as many furbearers as he wants and is not liable for the bycatch. Trapping denudes our public
landscapes of native species – in many cases, key ecosystem engineers – for private profit. 

Pelts mostly end up in Eastern Europe and Asia.

Increasing trap check times for underwater traps.

We need to make clear that minor changes aren’t going to fly. New Mexicans want and deserve traps OFF of public lands. All
living beings deserve the chance to LIVE NATURALLY and die NATURALLY, Everything is stacked against them already and
this sadistic practice must be ended entirely.

Nearly 70% of New Mexicans oppose trapping entirely.

No one on public land anywhere in our state should be subject to the harm and danger that hidden traps pose. 

A public lands trapping ban (like Roxy’s Law) is the best way to stop the cruelty and risk to public safety.  Instead, you are entertaining an 
inadequate set of changes to the rule, including:
Closing only 0.5% of New Mexico’s public land to most traps.
Increasing setbacks from trailheads, but not from trails or roads.
Adopting a year-round season for raccoons and nutria.
Increasing trap check times for underwater traps.

If these inadequate proposals stand, New Mexico will still allow unlimited killing of any "furbearing" species 
like foxes, bobcats and badgers, so trappers can make as much money as possible from the sale of their pelts. 
Wildlife species will still be caught by mistake, including endangered animals like the Mexican wolf. The by-
catch of unintended species like javelina, cougars, bears, squirrels, porcupines and birds will still go 
unrecorded and uncounted. Trappers will still not be held liable if a canine companion is hurt as a result of 
being trapped or if a human is injured rescuing their dog.

These minor changes are a joke. New Mexicans want and deserve traps OFF of public lands.  Traps are cruel, they are indiscriminate, they are 
dangerous, and they are sapping our landscapes of native wildlife.  Don’t any of you care?

I stepped on a leg hold trap last year when hiking on public lands in New Mexico.  I didn’t see it because it was buried.  It was
very powerful and felt like an explosion under my foot.  Had I stepped an inch shorter it would have clamped down on my toes
and caused damage.  I reported it to NMDGF and the officer said it was legal.  I could not believe it, it could have broken my
toes.  Trappers will say they are harmless, and maybe they are if your wear large heavy boots, but I felt the force and it was
powerful. 
 
After that incident I have been afraid to hike on public lands.  When I do go out I study the ground before I step.  It has made
going out onto public lands much less enjoyable for me, in fact it is stressful.  Not only because of the fear of getting injured by
a trap, but also the fear of finding the carnage left by the trapper or an injured struggling animal caught in a trap.  He had left a
skinned coyote by the first trap which was horrid to see.  Later in the winter I found a dead skinned bobcat, also left by a
trapper.
 
I will not take kids hiking with me because of the fear of injury and carnage.  I now dread November 1st, the day trapping for
most fur bearers begins.
 
Trapping may be needed in some situations and done by NMDGF officers or biologists, but not for the general public.  It is no
longer necessary for survival as it might have been in the 1800s. and is in conflict with the majority of the rest of the recreating
public and other public land users.

First, it is extremely difficult to comment on a draft rule when the rule

is not provided and just some general summary comments are.

 

Setbacks regarding occupied dwellings, roadside rest areas, roadside

picnic areas need to exempt landowners and their agents on private

property.

 

Rule needs to allow landowners ability to designate agent to trap on

private property regarding setbacks (does not currently do so).

 

Additional proposed closure areas in Sandias and Organs need to continue

to allow use of cage and foot encapsulating (dog proof) traps.

 

I oppose proposal to allow Director to set one year bag limit.

Populations can fluctuate due to disease and weather but just like small

game, harvest intensity is self limiting based on population levels. We

don't set annual bag limits on game bird or small game species every year

due to annual fluctuations.

 



I oppose year round raccoon season of any type. Season should be

concurrent with beaver and muskrat seasons and no pursuit season.

Depredation issues need be handled just as Department says other species

would be.

 

Summary wording regarding water set foothold size limits would cause

limitation to not apply to 8" and 12" traps only those in "between".

 

Visual electronic check of land sets needs to be legal to fulfill agent

requirement. This is 21st century and technology is available. Often

by State wildlife agencies now. Would allow for 24 hour monitoring.

 

Extend trap check requirement on lethal water sets (defined as submersion

sets in BMPs) to every other calendar day.

Require bobcat pelts to be tagged by end of license year (March 31) Will

eliminate potential poaching window of opportunity. Still gives 16 days

after season to tag.

Setbacks are contradictory in that Department rules allow for firearm

discharge within 150 yards of occupied dwellings and no restrictions from

picnic areas, rest areas, trails, trailheads, boat launch areas etc. This

can be a real safety issue versus setting a legal trap.

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Comments on the NMDGF Proposed Trapping and Furbearing Rule

I live in Valencia County. I am a livestock owner.  I hike and ride horses on public lands including 
in arroyos and areas where there are no designated trails. I currently hold and for decades have 
held NMDGF licenses and habitat stamps.  
 
I support a ban on body gripping, leg-hold traps and snares on public lands.  
 
Trapping:  

1. Violates the principals of “fair chase” 
2. Is essentially minimally regulated because there are no bag limits and traps/snares are 

indiscriminate.  No in-state license or reporting requirement for trapping/snaring 
unprotected furbearers.  

3. Causes the public to fear using public lands especially once trapping season for 
protected species begins.  (Technically, although there is a defined trapping season, for 
unprotected species trapping season is open all year.)  

4. Causes injury, suffering, and death to target and non-target wildlife, domestic animals, 
and livestock. For non-trapping humans who find an animal caught in a trap, the 
reaction is emotional distress and very possibly, a post-traumatic stress response.  

5. Unlike hunters, trappers can set traps/snares and go. They do not have to be present 
when an animal is caught; Given trappers are not present, animals languish and suffer in 
traps.  And the traps pose a danger to anyone who may be in the area.  

6. Commercially exploits wildlife for profit. 
7. Gives trappers more rights and entitlements than to other users of public lands. While 

trappers can place traps anywhere, non-consumptive users are told to stay on the trail 
and leash their dogs.  Trappers are not required to identify areas where traps are 
located.  And if trappers were required to identify areas, this essentially causes others 
not to use public lands where traps are located. However, NMDGF warns users of public 
lands in their rules and info it is illegal to tamper or disarm traps even if the trap poses a 
danger to humans, pets, livestock, or wildlife.  

 
I support the proposal to ban all poisons used to take wildlife. I support mandatory 
trapper education. I support the closures listed in the proposal though I think closures 
should be expanded.   The other proposed rules are inadequate and do not protect the 
public, property, or reduce animal suffering.  

 
Until trapping and snaring are banned on public lands, I propose the following: 
 

1. Increase trapping license fees. The $20 in-state fee is inadequate to cover enforcement 
of trapping regulations, damage to public lands and wildlife, and needed 
monitoring/reporting. In addition to a general trapping license, consider a specific 
animal tagging fee for all furbearers similar to what is done with big game animals.  
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2. Require a hunting license for all trapping and snaring including for unprotected 
furbearing species. All trappers including children must hold a license and habitat 
stamps. Set an age limit of at least 11 for trapping/snaring. Anyone under 18 must be 
accompanied by a parent or guardian. Children younger than 11 are restricted from 
accompanying trappers in the field. 

 
3. Initiate a reporting requirement for all species trapped and snared including both 

protected and unprotected furbearers (coyotes and skunks), and non-target species. 
Gather specific information for all animals trapped including sub-species or breed if 
known. (Spotted and hog-nosed skunks are examples of sub-species for skunks). Data 
analysis should be ongoing with an annual evaluation and update of trapping rules. 

 
4. Setbacks: All traps and snares on public land must be 1 mile from any public road or 

trail. The current setback of 25 yards is dangerous and unacceptable.  
 

5. The setback distance of ½ mile is inadequate for land sets in high recreational use areas 
including designated trails, roadside rest areas, picnic areas, established campgrounds, 
and occupied dwellings. Change the setback to 1 mile from the boundaries. 

 
6. Define specific bag limits for all furbearing species including unprotected species. Like 

hunting bears and cougars, close the GMU when the bag limit is reached.  
 

7. Define a season for all furbearing species including unprotected species. Stop the open 
season for unprotected furbearers. Consider reducing the season to account for climate 
change, recreational use of public lands by non-consumptive users, biologic and 
reproductive science for target animals. For example, shorten the season for all 
furbearing species to December 1 to March 1.  

 
8. Ban land and water set traplines. Traplines are defined as a series of  traps. Land or 

water set traps can currently be any length. Some traplines may number in the 100s 
and may stretch over miles of territory. 

 
9. Users of public lands will not be prosecuted if they disarm traps they may see while 

using public lands that pose a danger to themselves, families, pets, livestock, and 
wildlife. They must notify NMDGF when they disarm a trap or snare. 

 
10. Increase closures. Closing the Sandias Ranger District, eastern portion of the Organ 

Mountain-Desert Peaks National Monument and Highways to the Santa Fe /Taos ski 
areas are inadequate. Consider closing other high use areas including but not limited 
to:  
• BLM lands west of Albuquerque such as the west mesa north and south of 

Albuquerque, Ojito, White Mesa Bike trail area, and Cabezon Peak 
• Manzano Mountains 
• Magdalena Ranger District 
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• West of Santa Fe such as the Caja Del Rio area 
• Jemez Ranger District 
• Questa Ranger District including Taos, Red River, and the Enchanted Circle 
• Mount Taylor Rancher district 
• Backcountry By-ways including adjacent public lands such as the Quebradas, 

Turquoise Trail, and El Camino Real 
• Areas west and north of the Las Cruces area 
• Areas with the high incidences of trapping of non-target animals  
• Continental Divide Trail 
• Rio Grande Trail 
• Mexican Grey Wolf recovery areas  

 
11. Create safety zones of at least 1 mile on public lands that are adjacent to wildlife refuges, 
national parks and monuments, national preserves, state park lands, private lands, in and 
adjacent to crucial wildlife habitat areas and corridors such as the Rio Grande, Chama, Gila, and 
Pecos rivers. See the Crucial Habitat Assessment Tool: 
https://nhnm.unm.edu/sites/default/files/nonsensitive/field/image/NM_CHAT_Map.jpg 

  
In summary, the best solution is to ban body and leg-hold gripping traps and snares on public 
lands, and to prohibit the use of poison for taking wildlife.

I am submitting the following comment in opposition to the proposed furbearer trapping rule
which the New Mexico State Game Commission plans to approve at its next regular meeting
on January 17, 2020. The Commissioners have made it clear during the rule-making process
that they intend to rubber-stamp the proposal which Wildlife Management Director Stewart
Liley has prepared at the request of the disgraced former chair of the commission, Joanna
Prukop, for the benefit of hunting, trapping, and livestock interests. I am including Mr. Liley
and each of the remaining commissioners in this email to make it clear that I hold each of you,
individually and collectively, responsible for the corrupt system which perpetuates animal
cruelty and ignores public concern for protecting wildlife.

The proposed furbearer trapping rule falsely claims to be “humane” and scientific.” It is
neither.

The most obvious and most serious area in which this rule ignores science is the refusal to
acknowledge climate change. At least a billion animals are estimated to have been killed by
the fires now raging in Australia, which is a direct result of climate change. It is just a matter
of time before New Mexico again sees large fires, likely far larger than the ones we have seen
recently. Even without large fires, we have seen the degradation of wildlife habit as the
climate heats up. The self-described “biologists” (i.e. game managers) are apparently oblivious
to the effects of climate change that are already visible, not to mention changes likely to occur
over the four-year period covered by the furbearer trapping rule.

Equally egregious is the game department’s deceptive claim that their trapping proposal meets
international standards for humane treatment of animals. The justification, following the
propaganda of the Boone and Crockett Club (of which Ms. Prukop was a prominent member),
is that the trapping rule abides by the so-called “Best Management Practices” described in an
Agreed Minute between the USA and the European Union.

The Agreed Minute is a trade agreement, not a scientific practice or humane standard. The
European Union has banned trapping as a cruel practice. In order not to upset trade relations
with North America, the EU agreed to allow Canada (which set the standards of the Agreed
Minute) and the USA to export furs to the EU, even though they are the products of practices
banned within the EU. Moreover, the Agreed Minute encourages U.S. states to follow their
lead in banning trapping, which California has recently done.

The Game Commission should reject the proposed furbearer trapping rule developed by the
former game commission chair, and open a new rule-making process to completely ban
wildlife trapping. If the commissioners continue to rubber-stamp existing game department
policy, it will be up to the governor to find new commissioners who reflect the public’s
concern with saving wildlife in an era of climate change and mass extinction.

The New Mexico Farm & Livestock Bureau (NMF&LB) would like to formally submit the following 
comments pertaining to the proposed changes to 19.31.2 NMAC Trapping and Furbearers – 
Method, Season Dates, and Bag Limits. The NMF&LB is New Mexico’s largest agricultural 
organization, representing 19,000 member families who are actively involved in agricultural 
production including dairy, livestock, fruits and vegetables. Our mission is to promote and protect 
agriculture in the great State of New Mexico. The NMF&LB advocates on behalf of and represents 
our members’ interests when it comes to impeding regulations. 
 
The NMF&LB does not support the New Mexico Department of Game and Fish’s proposed rule. 
NMF&LB has major concern with the proposed authority which allows the director, with verbal 
concurrence of the chairperson, to set bag limits on a given species for one year. The proposed 
rule does not include justification or requirements for a bag limit to be set. This is cause for worry, 
as bag limits could be implemented without significant scientific data. The Department needs to 
make their decisions based in scientific evidence, not social pressures. 
 
Farmers and ranchers must be able to continue protecting their livestock. Many ranchers use 
trapping as a means of depredation. Predators often harass and create great stress in livestock, 
be they cattle, sheep or other. Often times, livestock are killed by predators quite gruesomely. 
Predators target weaker, or younger livestock. Bag limits could prove to be detrimental to 
farmers, ranchers and landowners throughout the state as they could be prohibited from dealing 
with certain predators should a bag limit be imposed.

MS. SALAZAR-HICKEY: Very good.  May I have aye 3

9 

     Copies of the proposed new rules have been 10 

     available on the Department's website.  Those 11 

     wishing to comment here today, please sign the 12 

     attendance sheet at the back of the room, which 13 

     will later be entered into the record as an 14 

     exhibit. 15 

          These -- now an explanation of our hearing 16 

     procedures.  These rule hearings will be conducted 17 

     in the following manner:  staff will present 18 

     prefiled exhibits.  Exhibits admitted into evidence 19 

     are available for review by the public but exhibits 20 

     may not be removed from this room.  After all 21 

     exhibits are entered, we will proceed to the 22 

     presentation of the proposed rule after which 23 

     testimony will be taken from the audience. 24 

          In order to make sure that the hearing is 25

     shall be allowed to speak.  Any person recognized 2 

     to speak is asked to, one, identify yourself by 3 

     name and who you are affiliated with for the record 4 

     each time you are recognized.

          DIRECTOR SLOAN:  Chair, I'd like to enter six 3 

     exhibits into the record.  Exhibit 1, the notice of 4 

     rule making; Exhibit 2, the initial proposed rule 5 

     that was posted on the website; Exhibit 3, the 6 

     presentation that will be given today to you all; 7 

     Exhibit 4, the summary of the proposed rule; 8 

     Exhibit 5, the technical information we relied upon 9 

     to develop the rule; and Exhibit 6, the two public 10 

     comments that we received during the public comment 11 

     period. 12 

          MADAME VICE CHAIR SALAZAR-HENRY:  Thank you. 13 

          CHIEF LILEY:  So, Madame Chair, Members of the 14 

     Commission, for some of you this is the first time 15 

     you've seen this.  For others of you, this is the 16 

     third time that we've presented this in front of 17 

     the Commission for final adoption.  Some of the 18 

     background on this is in the last legislative 19 

     session, Senate Bill 383 authorized the Commission 20 

     to create rules that embody the principles of Fair 21 

     Chase.  It's for the body -- the principles of Fair 22 

     Chase where it doesn't give an undue advantage to 23 

     sportsman and the taking of wildlife. 24 

          Really, what the specifics of that legislation 25 
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     did was also prohibit the distribution of wildlife 1 

     location data, that we as the Department collect, 2 

     our contractor's collect on behalf of wildlife 3 

     management.  Why we need that specific provision in 4 

     the statute was under the inspection of public 5 

     records acts, those are free information currently, 6 

     but we needed a statutory provision that would 7 

     allow us to prohibit the distribution of that data. 8 

          We went through, and a background of why we 9 

     want to prohibit it, some of the technology that's 10 

     been developed over the last five to ten years that 11 

     we use to get more accurate information on how 12 

     animals use the landscape allows us to collect 13 

     location data from a GPS collar placed on these 14 

     animals at sometimes frequencies of every 15 15 

     minutes and uploading to the satellites every hour 16 

     and then downloading to our computer.  So we have 17 

     realtime knowledge of about how animals move across 18 

     the landscape, how they use it, what habitats they 19 

     select for, why they're avoiding certain areas, why 20 

     they're selecting other areas to better manage 21 

     those populations. 22 

          However, as you can see, if we were to release 23 

     that information to the public for a hunting 24 

     purpose, someone would have an unfair or undue 25 
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     advantage over those animals in terms of a hunting 1 

     perspective.  They'd know exactly how those animals 2 

     work on the landscape, where they are, et cetera, 3 

     and so it would increase take against their animal 4 

     from the harvest. 5 

          But not only on the legal takes, we also worry 6 

     about illegal take.  We have species that are 7 

     caused by either a state threatened or endangered 8 

     or federally endangered or threatened that are 9 

     wearing these transmitters as well.  Some of them 10 

     have collection value such as the State Gila 11 

     Monster, et cetera, or Tarmigan, or those kind of 12 

     things where we want to prohibit the use of that 13 

     data for illegal collection of those animals as 14 

     well. 15 

          So as we went through the rule process, we 16 

     went back, because with you all and the public, 17 

     again, we discussed we only received two public 18 

     comments during the rule making process.  That was 19 

     at one of the first meetings that we had.  That was 20 

     at the Santa Fe meeting.  We didn't actually 21 

     receive any through the website.  But one of the 22 

     biggest things that we came up was we would 23 

     prohibit the release of the data while there's an 24 

     active transmitter on it. 25 
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          If the animal is alive or if there's an 1 

     ongoing study around those animals we'd prohibit 2 

     the release of that data.  We would then also 3 

     prohibit if it reasonably can predict where the 4 

     animal's current or future location would be.  And 5 

     like I said, it would be contrary to the principles 6 

     of Fair Chase. 7 

          The other thing that you'll see in the 8 

     proposed rule is it limits data collected from our 9 

     aerial or ground survey.  So we do a lot of 10 

     population surveys either with helicopters or 11 

     planes or ground surveys where we're taking a GPS 12 

     location of where we sighted those animals.  For 13 

     example, we've had requests that come in when we 14 

     land a helicopter after an elk survey to get all 15 

     the GPS locations as soon as we land on a specific 16 

     GMU for hunting purposes.  So this would prohibit 17 

     the release of that data now, or anything that 18 

     could compromise the viability of a population. 19 

     For example, if we have known den locations for 20 

     bears or some of them, they den back at the same 21 

     location every year, we would prohibit the release 22 

     of some of that location, something that would 23 

     encourage a legal take. 24 

          And then it varies by species depending 25 
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     on -- excuse me, depending on their distribution 1 

     across the land today.  We would also prohibit the 2 

     release of data that we receive from either 3 

     contract researchers or universities that we work 4 

     in cooperation in so that data would stay 5 

     protected.  We would -- we would propose keeping 6 

     that data while the transmitters and frequencies 7 

     are active. 8 

          But one of the things that we are proposing 9 

     doing, you'll see in the rule, is we could buffer 10 

     that data to where we don't think it would be a 11 

     risk.  So if we went back to that first example of 12 

     those individual points on that map, we could 13 

     buffer, depending on the species, we might put a 14 

     five-mile buffer radius around it and say this is 15 

     the general distribution of where these animals 16 

     live but this is not the exact location where they 17 

     go to water or where they go to some other aspect 18 

     and still be able to release that data while the 19 

     animal is still wearing the transmitter as long as 20 

     we don't think it will compromise the individual 21 

     animal or the population. 22 

          And then we would enter into agreements to be 23 

     able to share the data with university researchers 24

     agencies to help conserve population or do habitat 1 

     work that would be a benefit by using that data. 2 

     But it would then -- those agreements would 3 

     prohibit them from releasing that data through 4 

     other means to the public. 5 

          So again, I mentioned there was two public 6 

     comments that were made at one of the previous 7 

     Commission meetings.  One supported the new rule 8 

     and the other one actually didn't really pertain 9 

     much to Fair Chase during the time.

     track animals themselves and use that in realtime, 1 

     are there any existing regulations that speak to 2 

     that and whether that's allowable or not? 3 

          CHIEF LILEY:  Madame Chair, Commissioner 4 

     Soules, so we have an overarching rule or 5 

     Commission rule that's called the manner and method 6 

     of take, more or less.  Manner and method of take a 7 

     species.  So your example of realtime game cameras 8 

     or satellite cameras is actually prohibited by 9 

     Commission rule already, so you can't use those 10 

     satellite cameras or cell phone cameras to aid in 11 

     the taking of wildlife.  So that's already set by 12 

     rule in the manner and method. 13 

          Some of the other principles of Fair Chase 14 

     would be set by manner and method rules.  Why this 15 

     is so specific is because of the -- as it relates 16 

     to release of public information.  And that's why 17 

     this rule is different from the manner and method 18 

     where you prescribe how animals would be taken 19 

     across the landscape. 20 

          And to another point to your question, if 21 

     someone has a game camera that's not a satellite, 22 

     they're just using it, or even someone that does 23 

     have a satellite that's not using it for the take 24 

     of animals but they're doing it for their own 25 
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     information in their backyard or something like 1 

     that, nothing precludes them from releasing that 2 

     data to anybody else.  This is just data that's 3 

     collected by us or our contractors. 4 

          COMMISSIONER CRAMER:  Madame Chair, Chief 5 

     Liley, is -- are the radio frequencies unique where 6 

     a person can't scan and get those? 7 

          CHIEF LILEY:  Madame Chair, Commissioner 8 

     Cramer, yes, they are all unique frequencies that 9 

     we would not release and someone cannot just scan 10 

     and pick them up. 11 

          MADAME VICE CHAIR SALAZAR-HENRY:  Any other 12 

     questions?  A question from the public. 13 

          If you would like to come to the microphone, 14 

     state your name.

          Thank you, Commissioner Henry. 7 

          All in favor say aye. 8 

          ALL COMMISSIONERS:  Aye. 9 

          MADAME VICE CHAIR SALAZAR-HENRY:  All opposed 10 

     say nay.  That rule passes. 11 

          Are we ready to move on to rule number 2, 2A? 12 

     Yes, okay.  This is the rule hearing trapping and 13 

     furbearing rule, 19.32.2 NMAC, and hunting and 14 

     fishing manner and method of taking rule, 19.31.10 15 

     NMAC.  This hearing is now open.  Are there any 16 

     exhibits for the proposed new rule, 19.32.2 or for 17 

     the amendments to 19.31.10 for the record? 18 

          DIRECTOR SLOAN:  Madame Chair, I wish to enter 19 

     six exhibits into the record.  Exhibit Number 1, 20 

     the notice of the rule making that was posted on 21 

     our website as well as the Sunshine Portal; Exhibit 22 

     2, the initial proposed rules that were posted on 23 

     our website; Exhibit 3, the presentation that I'll 24 

     be giving today; Exhibit 4, the summary of the 25 
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     proposed changes; Exhibit 5, the technical 1 

     information we relied upon when developing the 2 

     rule; and Exhibit 6, the 5,002 public comments we 3 

     received during the rule making process. 4 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you very 5 

     much, Stewart.  Can you continue to proceed? 6 

          CHIEF LILEY:  Madame Chair, Members of the 7 

     Commission, for those of you that are new, this is 8 

     going to be the first time that you see it.  For 9 

     those of you that have been around, you've seen 10 

     this -- it will be the fourth or fifth time I 11 

     believe you've seen this now.  So this -- this 12 

     process started back in August of this year when we 13 

     presented initially to the Commission at the Santa 14 

     Fe meeting.  We also presented it to the Commission 15 

     at the October and November meeting. 16 

          We put on our website back in August our 17 

     initial proposals on the website and built upon 18 

     since then.  We did hold public meetings throughout 19 

     the state in October.  And then in December we 20 

     posted the final rules on our website for public 21 

     comment.  We were taking comments before those 22 

     public -- or before those rules were posted, but 23 

     again, we did post the rules as required under the 24 

     rule making act by the December time frame and as 25 
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     we are here today to act on the final rules. 1 

          As I stated when I entered into the exhibit, 2 

     we received 5,002 comments for this rule.  I do 3 

     want to state there was -- that was 2,002, or 2,024 4 

     unique senders, so there was multiple comments 5 

     sometimes from the same individual but I wanted to 6 

     point out there was 2,024 unique senders.  There 7 

     was a significant amount of comments that came in 8 

     the form of a form letter where they just changed 9 

     the name on it and maybe a little bit of change at 10 

     the back.  And most of those comments didn't really 11 

     deal with the -- the specific proposed changes that 12 

     we were proposing but it was more on the specifics 13 

     of eliminate trapping or support trapping or one of 14 

     those kind of aspects.  There was -- that was the 15 

     majority of the comments we received was one or the 16 

     other on either an all-out banning on trapping or 17 

     not. 18 

          We did then get specific comments.  When we 19 

     got specific comments they really pertained to 20 

     three different topics.  That was our set back 21 

     distances that we were proposing, and the set backs 22 

     from trails but also the set back distance from 23 

     trail heads.  Both in -- we had the comments that 24 

     favored some, very few of the favoring, but we had 25 
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     comments that said you're going too far one way, 1 

     the extreme, and you're not going far enough.  So 2 

     that was the majority by the comments we saw was 3 

     pro and con under the same exact issue. 4 

          So there was -- the only one where we had 5 

     almost total support for it from all of our 6 

     commenters was a mandatory trapper education.  That 7 

     was supported across on both sides of that. 8 

          There was -- on our additional closures that 9 

     we'll get to in a minute, there was people opposed 10 

     to us closing any more areas and people that would 11 

     wish that we present more closures to the areas. 12 

     So again, like I said, there was comments on both 13 

     sides of the aisle on the trap -- on the topic, and 14 

     a lot of that was, like I said, more of a form 15 

     letter on just in opposition to a support of rather 16 

     than specific to the proposed changes. 17 

          For the interest of the Commission, and since 18 

     we're in a new area of the state, I'm going to go 19 

     through the kind of presentation you all have seen 20 

     before.  But kind of going back through the history 21 

     of trapping a little bit, how trapping fits in the 22 

     North American model and some of the other stuff 23 

     that we've gone through, but really trapping is the 24 

     most effective and efficient method for managing 25 
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     furbearers.  And when I say managing furbearers, 1 

     some of that is for sustainable harvest of 2 

     furbearers, some of that is managing wildlife 3 

     conflict.  And when I say conflict, livestock 4 

     conflict on some of the damage that we do deal 5 

     with.  It is the most effective way.  Trapping is 6 

     the most effective way to manage those furbearer 7 

     populations. 8 

          We, ourselves, use trapping as a tool to radio 9 

     mark our bobcats, for example, or other species 10 

     that we do use.  It's highly regulated.  As you'll 11 

     see, it's fairly complex in terms of our manner and 12 

     method.  If you look at the manner and method 13 

     sections for some of our rifle hunts it prescribes 14 

     maybe a caliber, but this really goes into detail 15 

     on how a person has to set a trap, what kind of 16 

     trap they can set, how far back it has to be set. 17 

     So it's more regulated than some of our rules and 18 

     more -- we are only proposing more additional 19 

     proposed regulations as you'll see through time. 20 

          And it's guided by international standards. 21 

     And when I say guided international standards, I'll 22 

     get to it in a few slides.  It discusses a minute 23 

     that was signed with the European Union with the 24 

     United States that kind of described on how we'll 25 
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     try to deal with humane standards when it deals 1 

     with trapping and best management practices. 2 

          One of the things that you sometimes will hear 3 

     as trapping is brought up is how does trapping fit 4 

     into the North American model of wildlife or it 5 

     doesn't fit into the North American model of 6 

     wildlife management.  I think the guiding 7 

     principles of the North American model, again, came 8 

     off of this principle of wildlife is held in the 9 

     public trust in North American, or specifically in 10 

     Canada and the United States.  It is a public trust 11 

     species. 12 

          We, as the Department, are managers of that 13 

     public trust resource.  You, as the Commission, set 14 

     the policies and the rules that surround how you 15 

     manage that public trust resource.  One of the 16 

     other tenants of that model talk about 17 

     unreg -- elimination of unregulated markets and 18 

     over exploitation of the species.  This is where 19 

     some people sometimes refer to this as the 20 

     commercial taking of a species. 21 

          When they're referring to that as the tenant 22 

     it's not necessarily that that person can sell it. 23 

     It's more of if you go back to the days of the 24 

     bison and when it was sold on the rail on the 25 
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     markets for market hunting that was not regulated, 1 

     an unregulated take that was in the commercial 2 

     process.  That's more of where that tenant came 3 

     from rather than a commercial take. 4 

          For example, we have commercial take of salmon 5 

     from the fisheries across our Western Coast, all 6 

     across.  If you harvested, legally harvest, an elk, 7 

     you can sell the hide, the antlers, those kind of 8 

     things.  So it really points to the unregulated 9 

     commercial take of the species and the sell of 10 

     that. 11 

          Strict enforcement of the regulations and the 12 

     laws is one of the other tenants of the North 13 

     American model.  As you all are aware, we have a 14 

     lot of law enforcement officers or game wardens 15 

     across the state that enforce these regulations. 16 

     You all just revoked the individuals that violated 17 

     those regulations.  That took away their hunting 18 

     and privileges.  So there is that tenant that's 19 

     very well followed. 20 

          The democracy of law of what we're doing today 21 

     is just that.  You all are the body that will 22 

     decide the laws that govern how we manage 23 

     furbearers and how trapping is done.  So that's 24 

     another big tenant of the North American model and 25 
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     the scientific management goes into our 1 

     recommendations.  We, as the Department, try to 2 

     make the most robust scientific decision that 3 

     we -- or recommendation to you all that we can make 4 

     when proposing rules to ensure a sustainable 5 

     population moving forward. 6 

          So one of the things that's really important 7 

     is we only harvest those populations where 8 

     abundant.  If you look at the statutes that are of 9 

     the protected furbearer species in 17-5, or in our 10 

     statutes, we only -- we do not allow harvest, legal 11 

     harvest, of over 30 percent of the species that are 12 

     protected.  For example, we do not allow harvest 13 

     right now of coatimundis or otters or those kind of 14 

     species where we do not think the population is 15 

     large enough to sustain a take.  So we regulate 16 

     those animals through rule, which ones are actually 17 

     available to take by the legal means. 18 

          We also regulate the seasons in which these 19 

     animals may be harvested.  For example, it's the 20 

     trapping season starts in November and ends 21 

     majority of the time on March 31st for some of 22 

     these species.  Some are shorter seasons to mirror 23 

     on a sustainable take on how we regulate the 24 

     harvest to ensure that we have populations moving 25 
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     in the future. 1 

          We also require recording requirements.  We 2 

     have mandatory trapping recording for all of our 3 

     trappers to ensure that we can know what the take 4 

     on the landscape is to see how that aligns with 5 

     what we feel is sustainable and what we detect is 6 

     sustainable.  We regulate, and you all will see 7 

     some of the proposed changes to that, the types and 8 

     size and the designs of traps that we allow on the 9 

     landscape for taking. 10 

          And then we also regulate how often the trap 11 

     has to be checked.  For example, we are proposing 12 

     and continuing to propose currently under the rule 13 

     a date check.  Every date you have to check your 14 

     traps visually.  So that requires that there's not 15 

     these long lines that were previously up on some of 16 

     the previous -- days of old of trapping where you 17 

     had people set up 200 traps, move 200 miles away 18 

     and set 200 traps and come back on a circuit to 19 

     take furbearers out of traps.  We do not permit 20 

     that.  So it requires a person to be physically 21 

     there with the traps.  It prevents long lining of 22 

     traps set across multiple areas in this state.  So 23 

     it limits the take just by having that daily check 24 

     as it is. 25 
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          I mentioned earlier the international 1 

     standards that are guiding.  What it is, is that in 2 

     1997 the United States signed an agreed minute and 3 

     the agreed minute concerned humane trapping of 4 

     furbearers and the ability of the U.S. to sell fur 5 

     in the European Union, was that we would look at 6 

     humane practices or look at methods, what has been 7 

     determined as the best management practices for 8 

     humane traps.  Every trap is evaluated based on 9 

     animal welfare, the efficiency in catching the 10 

     selectivity.  So are you trapping the species that 11 

     you're going out for, the practicality of setting 12 

     that trap, and the safety both to the animal and to 13 

     the human. 14 

          So since 1997, approximately 40 million 15 

     dollars has been sent on trap development to try to 16 

     get at more humane trapping standards or fall into 17 

     those five criteria that they select.  An important 18 

     thing to note is trapping is the only activity 19 

     where there is a humaneness standard set to it of 20 

     all our takes.  So if it's with firearm or bow, 21 

     there's not been a humane standard that we try to 22 

     look at or best management practices where it's 23 

     been developed.  This is specific to trapping. 24 

          So a little bit -- that's a little bit of the 25 
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     background behind where we are or how we got to 1 

     where we are today and then some of the proposed 2 

     changes that we're proposing to you all for 3 

     consideration today.  One of the things is the 4 

     current rule is a four-year rule.  We're proposing 5 

     to make -- or excuse me, the current rule is a 6 

     permanent rule and we're proposing to make this a 7 

     four-year rule through you every four years.  The 8 

     trapping rule in its entirety has not been reviewed 9 

     in almost 10 years as a fold.  We're proposing 10 

     making this a four-year rule. 11 

          One of the other proposals we're doing, like 12 

     we did with all the rest of our big game rules is 13 

     putting manner and method in the manner and method 14 

     rule where it belongs.  So it will remove the 15 

     manner and methods sections out of this rule like 16 

     we've done in elk or we've done in deer and put it 17 

     in manner and method.  And trapping will 18 

     really -- the trapping and furbearer rule will 19 

     really revolve around season dates, bag limits, and 20 

     areas that are open or closed and will be renewed 21 

     every four years to ensure that the bag limits or 22 

     the seasons or the areas are still relevant. 23 

          One of the other proposals that we are putting 24 

     in front of you is requiring a mandatory trapper 25 
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     education.  So we require every trapper that 1 

     purchases a furbearer license be required to pass a 2 

     trapper education course.  We would do that in a 3 

     manner of three different ways.  If you -- if an 4 

     individual does not have a trapper ed from anywhere 5 

     in the nation that we recognize in another state, 6 

     we would require them to take what we consider a 7 

     full course, a course that talks about all trapping 8 

     regulation -- the furbearer trapping and trapping 9 

     education but a New Mexico specific education 10 

     course, too, that talks specifically to our rules 11 

     and regulations and our species identification 12 

     because it varies from state to state across the 13 

     country. 14 

          Individuals that are coming into our state 15 

     from outside that would have a trapper education 16 

     from a different entity that we recognize, we would 17 

     allow that but they would still have to take the 18 

     New Mexico regulation specific portion of the 19 

     course and the New Mexico species specific 20 

     regulation of the course. 21 

          Those individuals that don't wish to trap but 22 

     still, because it's a trapping or furbearer license 23 

     that doesn't require trapping and -- but those that 24 

     would like to call furbearers and shoot, we would 25 
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     still require them to take, not the trapper 1 

     portion, but the New Mexico rules and species 2 

     identifications as well.  So that, as you'll see in 3 

     the proposed rules, we have those different tiers 4 

     for different individuals on how they're planning 5 

     on taking furbearer species. 6 

          One of the big things that we are proposing, 7 

     the specific area closures to trapping to try to 8 

     minimize or reduce the potential conflict between 9 

     recreationists and trappers.  Those specific areas, 10 

     we do know of a fairly high traffic use.  That's 11 

     the Sandia -- Sandia ranger district of the 12 

     forest -- forest service portion, the Sandia ranger 13 

     district right outside of Albuquerque just to 14 

     the -- to the east of Albuquerque there.  We've 15 

     proposed closing that to (inaudible) within those 16 

     lands. 17 

          Another one is just basically right outside 18 

     our window here is that Eastern portion of the 19 

     Oregon Mountains, Desert Peaks National Monument, a 20 

     lot of recreation throughout that we're proposing 21 

     closing that to land sets.  And then two different 22 

     closures along a highway within a half a mile.  On 23 

     both sides of that highway would be closed, and 24 

     those are those Highway 475 and Highway 150.  Those 25 
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     are the highways leading up to the Santa Fe Ski 1 

     Basin and the Taos Ski Basin.  Those are the 2 

     two -- two highway forest service roads that we 3 

     propose closing. 4 

          I think one of the biggest proposed changes 5 

     that we are making in terms of setbacks is we are 6 

     proposing making a half a mile radius closure 7 

     around any designated trailhead, public designated 8 

     trailhead.  In effect, this closes the area where 9 

     you have a high access point for recreationists 10 

     into a forest or into BLM, et cetera.  So within a 11 

     half mile radius no traps can be set within 12 

     that -- that closure. 13 

          In effect, it's closing a lot of that area 14 

     down because, again, a day check is going to 15 

     require a trapper to get at least a half mile back 16 

     in before they could even set their equipment, and 17 

     it really effectively closes those areas down.  So 18 

     we think that is our biggest of our setbacks that 19 

     we thought could kind of try to minimize some of 20 

     that potential conflict between recreationists and 21 

     trappers. 22 

          Some of these other ones were previously set 23 

     backs that we had in the old rule, but we've 24 

     increased the distance on setbacks for road rest 25 
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     areas and picnic areas and occupied dwellings.  One 1 

     of the things that we discussed at the last 2 

     Commission meeting was if the occupant of that 3 

     dwelling is fine with someone trapping within a 4 

     half mile, they can allow that.  If you recall, we 5 

     wanted to make sure there was clarity in there if 6 

     that private landowner has an occupied dwelling, 7 

     doesn't mind someone setting in there, they can 8 

     permit it, the dwelling, the occupant.  And the 9 

     rest of those half mile closures were previously 10 

     there. 11 

          Some of these proposed changes are clarities 12 

     in the rule that weren't as clear as before but 13 

     some of them are actual changes.  This is a clarity 14 

     issue right now.  In the rule it says that every 15 

     trap must be permanently marked.  We're still 16 

     requiring a permanently marked with the information 17 

     that could allow us to identify the trapper but 18 

     we're also allowing a secured tag that might go in 19 

     the chain or on the trap that give that identifier 20 

     of that individual.  We've allowed that, but it's 21 

     just a clarity in the rule that doesn't have to be 22 

     stamped to the metal of the trap, for example. 23 

          One of the actual -- this was a proposed 24 

     change from the -- we would require that any water 25 
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     set or those sets that are set in water 1 

     specifically for body traps that are in the spread 2 

     from eight to 12 inches, we do not allow larger 3 

     than 12 inches and we don't allow anything larger 4 

     than seven to be set on land.  Only eight to 12 5 

     could be set on water, and if it's set on water it 6 

     has to be submerged at least past the pivot point 7 

     in the jaw.  That's a new -- new proposed change, 8 

     and then also on footholds with an inside spread, 9 

     no greater than seven and a half inches set in 10 

     water have to be fully submerged.  Those are 11 

     specifically kill traps and those are not meant to 12 

     hold a furbearer for release.  They are 13 

     specifically to be a kill trap.  We are proposing 14 

     limiting to that every other day check on those 15 

     instead of the daily check as well. 16 

          We would make it, and this is a change, a 17 

     legal asset any lands that within 30 feet of bait, 18 

     which is less than two ounces.  We changed the bait 19 

     previously.  Some of the rules on bait was not very 20 

     clear.  It says you can't have visible bait to 21 

     airborne raptors, so you're not trying -- it 22 

     doesn't catch a hawk or an eagle.  And what this 23 

     is, previously it said you couldn't have visible 24 

     bait at a certain height where you can see it. 25 
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     We're just saying you can't have bait more than two 1 

     ounces, period.  So if it's in a hole it's not 2 

     going to attract airborne raptors, and you have to 3 

     be at least 30 feet or more away from a carcass if 4 

     you're going to be trapping, et cetera. 5 

          This is clarifications in the rule.  It 6 

     clarifies that anyone trapping cannot have a trap 7 

     on a land set with a jaw spread that's greater than 8 

     or equal to six and a half inches.  We do encourage 9 

     trappers to have lamination on that.  What is 10 

     lamination is, it's welding on another piece of 11 

     metal on to the outside of the trap to increase the 12 

     surface area so it increases the area at which the 13 

     trap closes on the -- on the leg.  That increases 14 

     or decreases the pinch point, allows better 15 

     circulation of blood.  But that lamination, we're 16 

     saying, can't extend the trap to be larger than 17 

     seven inches when the lamination is on.  Again, 18 

     it's a clarification point.  We still want people 19 

     to have laminate traps when they're -- but a 20 

     clarification. 21 

          Any trap that is, though, greater than five 22 

     and a half inches must be offset.  And so an offset 23 

     jaw requires a catch that is a deeper catch when 24 

     the animal steps on it, and it's been found to be 25 
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     these two issues that I just discussed are best 1 

     management practices of furbearers, reduce injuries 2 

     to furbearers, increase the likelihood of wind and 3 

     furbearers re -- release those less injury 4 

     potential as they've put it. 5 

          Some of the new proposed changes that we have 6 

     is requiring a breakaway device on all (inaudible) 7 

     that's on land.  Previous -- or currently we do not 8 

     require a breakaway.  This breakaway would be 9 

     required for any allow it to fail or break at 350 10 

     pounds of pressure or greater.  So if someone were 11 

     to catch an elk or something like that it would 12 

     break away if the animal stepped into it. 13 

          Another change that we're proposing 14 

     requirement is requiring a two -- every trap must 15 

     have greater than or equal to two separate swivel 16 

     points on the trap and that one of those swivel 17 

     points must be within six inches.  What that does 18 

     is permit binding and less injury.  Again, a lot of 19 

     these changes that I'm describing here are best 20 

     management practices as found through those 21 

     research that I was describing earlier that we can 22 

     implement through a rule process specifically 23 

     across the whole trapping.  So we're putting those 24 

     standards into our regulations. 25 
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          It would require -- one of the other things we 1 

     would be requiring an anchor or drag system that 2 

     prevents an animal from escaping with a trap. 3 

     That's one of the worst things that we can have is 4 

     when the animal walks off with a trap you're going 5 

     to have a lot more potential for injury in the 6 

     future.  Currently it's not a provision and rule. 7 

     This also, in the provision and rule, would require 8 

     that everyone setting a trap across the state, that 9 

     those traps must be able to hold a wolf size animal 10 

     or larger.  These are due care provisions as it 11 

     relates to the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Services due 12 

     care under the population for Mexican wolf.  These 13 

     are the specific things that they're saying if you 14 

     can -- if you're following these, you're not going 15 

     to be in violation of take under the endangered 16 

     species act.  Previously we have in those 17 

     recommendations.  Now we're proposing putting them 18 

     as an actual rule that we can cite upon if people 19 

     are not following due care provisions. 20 

          Again, the next one requires a trapper that 21 

     catches a wolf must report that us or report it to 22 

     the Fish and Wildlife Service.  One, we want it 23 

     reported as quick as possible so we can get a radio 24 

     collar on the wolf if it's caught.  And two, we 25 
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     want to be able to know where animals are moving. 1 

     Right now it's not a requirement, it's a request. 2 

     But this would actually require it if someone were 3 

     to catch a wolf and did not report, it would be an 4 

     illegal take of that trap. 5 

          A clarification point, it wasn't specifically 6 

     in the rule.  It's always been illegal, but we just 7 

     want to clarify in rule that it would prohibit the 8 

     use of any poisons for the taking of protected 9 

     furbearers.  It's not allowed by rule as it is 10 

     right now but we would specifically put that in 11 

     the -- in the furbearer rule.  It also would 12 

     prohibit the take, the intentional take of New 13 

     Mexico threatened endangered species or any 14 

     federal -- federal law prevents that in there.  But 15 

     we specifically are putting this in for New Mexico 16 

     threatened or endangered species. 17 

          For example, pine martens in New Mexico, 18 

     threatened or endangered species.  If someone has a 19 

     pole set up in a tree it's obvious that they're 20 

     putting it in front of a pine marten, we can now 21 

     cite them saying it was an illegal set for that. 22 

     And then clarifying the species in which it's 23 

     illegal to take, for example, mink, otter, black 24 

     red ferret, coatimundis, or marten.  Those are 25 
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     protected furbearer species where we do not allow 1 

     any take. 2 

          One of the proposed changes is opening the 3 

     raccoon season from May 16th to August 31st with 4 

     restricted traps.  Those restricted traps are 5 

     specifically cage traps or what they consider dog 6 

     proof traps.  Why we're doing this, we're seeing a 7 

     lot of this in the Albuquerque area where the 8 

     population of raccoons has grown quite a bit in the 9 

     last year.  You saw it in our October meeting or 10 

     November one.  It's in a depredation report. 11 

     Raccoons are now our highest species where we get 12 

     the most reports on depredation across the state. 13 

          We have a lot of landowners out there trapping 14 

     raccoons on their own without knowledge.  It's 15 

     illegal for them right now, but this would allow 16 

     them to manage some of those populations, those 17 

     depredation animals in their backyards, et cetera. 18 

          The other one is allowing to take nutria year 19 

     round.  Nutria are an invasive species.  We do not 20 

     want them growing.  We have maybe a small 21 

     population in the Rio Hondo.  Hopefully they're 22 

     down to very few, if none now, but we don't want 23 

     any nutria expanding to the states.  So if they 24 

     did, we want to be able to have the ability to have 25 
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     trappers take them within any period of season. 1 

          One of the things that we have was changing on 2 

     the bag limits is allow the director with the 3 

     verbal concurrence of the Chair to set a bag limit 4 

     for any given species in a year if we see a 5 

     population level change that we think is necessary 6 

     to put this in.  As we've discussed in the 7 

     previous, the only species, a protected furbearer, 8 

     we potentially would see this in the next four-year 9 

     rule cycle is swift fox.  We'll get to that in a 10 

     second on some of the data of what we show on take 11 

     on that.  Swift fox is the one we have very small 12 

     take as it is, but if we saw a big increase in take 13 

     we would maybe start proposing a bag limit to that 14 

     species during this four-year rule cycle.  The rest 15 

     of the species in which you all have authority 16 

     over, we're not proposing any bag limits at this 17 

     time. 18 

          Some of the data that we do collect, and why I 19 

     point out bobcat and gray fox harvest, those are 20 

     two of the protected furbearers.  That is those two 21 

     species where we take the most across the state or 22 

     where trappers take the most.  You'll see the last 23 

     ten years have been fairly steady in terms of take, 24 

     not a lot of trim there in the take of the species. 25 
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     We do not think anything from a biological 1 

     standpoint where we're having any concerns there. 2 

          Some of the things that we do take 3 

     from -- from trappers, and information we take from 4 

     trappers that are out there are catching these is 5 

     some surrogate data that we can look at to 6 

     correlate back what our populations are doing.  So 7 

     that graphic on the left is the catch per night. 8 

     So what it's saying is how many bobcats are they 9 

     catching every night that they go out there.  As 10 

     that number -- if that is an increasing trend it 11 

     suggests the population is decreasing.  If we would 12 

     see a decline in trend in that we would suggest the 13 

     population the potentially declining.  And we don't 14 

     see anything that would be suggestive of a decline 15 

     in the population right now. 16 

          The other one on the right is a graphic on the 17 

     number of trap nights, or so how many -- how 18 

     many -- and that's calculated by the number of 19 

     traps set for each night and how many trap nights 20 

     it takes to catch a bobcat.  You'll see as that 21 

     decreases what it's saying is it's taking less time 22 

     to catch a bobcat, which could be indicative of an 23 

     increasing population.  Some of the stuff in the 24 

     east is taking up to 6 to 700 trap nights per 25 
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     bobcat.  You'll see we're down in the 150 range, 1 

     175 range, so again, nothing that points up where 2 

     we have a big concern of overtake on some of those 3 

     species. 4 

          Other things that we do collect is set ratios 5 

     of our take on bobcats.  You'll see that's remained 6 

     fairly consistent through time.  Take of females is 7 

     less than males, which is good from a biological 8 

     sustainable population standard, is we're taking 9 

     fewer of the reproductive output portions of the 10 

     population and more of the males where it's not as 11 

     necessary to have as many males in the population. 12 

          And then some of the other trends that we 13 

     take, as we discuss with trappers to see if their 14 

     opinions correlate back with our data.  Are 15 

     there -- our data that we collect show the same in 16 

     the trends of what their opinions are.  And what 17 

     it's saying is they've -- a lot of the trappers 18 

     feel like populations are increasing on some of 19 

     these furbearers, our data from the catch bringing 20 

     an effort or number of trap nights is suggesting 21 

     increase in trends to this, so some of the 22 

     correlation between trapper opinion and the actual 23 

     data we collect. 24 

          Real quick, just going through some of the 25 
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     other species, when I mentioned swift fox, you'll 1 

     see on that left graphic the dark green is the take 2 

     of swift fox.  You'll see that's about 20 to 30 3 

     animals per year.  If that were to really increase, 4 

     that's sort of something we would be concern about 5 

     it. 6 

          Some of the trend, downward trend, and 7 

     probably kit fox is function of more selectivity. 8 

     Kit foxes are really light animals and paying 9 

     attention on traps through time have improved to 10 

     where you can have a trap where a kit fox that's 11 

     (inaudible) doesn't actually set the trap.  Also, 12 

     swift fox price -- or kit fox prices are not -- are 13 

     have low so take is probably less.  You'll see 14 

     that -- and we're not talking of large numbers 15 

     across the state there on the kit fox.  You're 16 

     between the high end of that.  That light green bar 17 

     is 200 to the low end, about a hundred.  So that's 18 

     a statewide number as well. 19 

          Badger harvest across the state again, the 20 

     species, we harvest between 100 to 150.  Nothing of 21 

     great concern there.  And some of the other species 22 

     that we harvest.  But you'll see raccoon harvest 23 

     has increased a little bit, but it's still down 24 

     around 3 to 400 animals.  In a lot of these other 25

     species, the harvest on the statewide average is 1 

     below 200 for the majority of those. 2 

          So with that, I take questions. 3 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Mr. Stewart 4 

     Liley, thank you.  That was very good. 5 

          Do we have any questions from the 6 

     Commissioners? 7 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  Madame Chair? 8 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Yes, 9 

     Commissioner Hickey? 10 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  Good morning, 11 

     Stewart. 12 

          CHIEF LILEY:  Good morning. 13 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  I just have one 14 

     question.  Because of the comment that you made 15 

     about the depredation report for raccoons, and we 16 

     did see that it's the leading depredation issue 17 

     right now for the Game Department, why do we have 18 

     such a limited season for raccoons? 19 

          CHIEF LILEY:  Madame Chair, currently we have 20 

     a limited season.  Again, on our proposal is to 21 

     open it up year round.  So raccoons would open up 22 

     year round, but once the -- our traditional 23 

     trapping season ends, and I could go back to that 24 

     slide.  Once it ends, we would then have a 25 
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     restricted season.  When I say restricted, it's 1 

     restricted to the traps types that would be 2 

     allowed.  So not -- your standard foothold trap 3 

     would not be allowed.  It has to be what's 4 

     considered a dog proof or a foot encapsulated trap 5 

     that only something with a basically thumb can 6 

     trigger the trap with specific catch on raccoons or 7 

     what would be considered a caged trap.  Those are 8 

     the only trap types during that restricted season. 9 

     So again, it opens it up year round but it 10 

     restricts the kind of equipment that could be used. 11 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  And why is 12 

     that -- why is that specific -- why did you do the 13 

     restriction just for that time period? 14 

          CHIEF LILEY:  Madame Chair, Commissioner 15 

     Henry, the reason that we did that is we want to 16 

     ensure when we get reports of trappers out there 17 

     that if we're getting a report of a foothold trap 18 

     that they're taking during the foot -- the normal 19 

     furbearer season that it has the chance of catching 20 

     a protected furbearer, we want to close during 21 

     those other periods of time.  Because these are 22 

     target-specific traps, we're just allowing for that 23 

     depredation-type individual, that species where we 24 

     have a high depredation, we want to target that 25 
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     species during those times.  The other species we 1 

     do not want to target at that time. 2 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you. 3 

          COMMISSIONER VESBACH:  Madame Chair? 4 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Commissioner -- 5 

          COMMISSIONER VESBACH:  Vesbach. 6 

          Chief Liley, forgive me if you've gone through 7 

     this before, but on the swift fox issue, the one 8 

     that we, you know, may monitor -- or monitor and 9 

     see if we need may need a bag limit, do we have 10 

     catch per unit effort on that species? 11 

          CHIEF LILEY:  Madame Chair, Commissioner 12 

     Vesbach, yes, we would have catch per unit effort. 13 

     We didn't put it up on this graphic.  Catch per 14 

     unit effort has basically remained unchanged.  We 15 

     haven't seen a big take.  And when I say basically 16 

     remained unchanged, the take has varied from about 17 

     70 on a statewide to about 30.  We haven't seen a 18 

     big increase or decrease in trapping during that 19 

     time period. 20 

          So even though take has remained constant and 21 

     trapping hasn't swung much, the catch per unit 22 

     effort has remained fairly constant as well.  It 23 

     varies a little bit year to year, but we haven't 24 

     seen any anything that suggests that we have a big 25 
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     decline in population. 1 

          COMMISSIONER VESBACH:  Okay, thank you. 2 

          COMMISSIONER SOULES:  Madame Chair? 3 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Commissioner 4 

     Soules? 5 

          COMMISSIONER SOULES:  Chief Liley, you 6 

     commented on the fact that the Department sometimes 7 

     uses trapping for tagging animals.  You can track 8 

     their activities and motions or other scientific 9 

     purposes.  Could you elaborate a little bit on 10 

     cases -- not cases but examples, for example, I 11 

     think the wolf recovery program uses trapping to 12 

     make sure wolves are brought back in for the 13 

     required recover area.  Things like the raccoons, 14 

     does the Department sometimes trap raccoons at the 15 

     request of landowners?  Is the same true if you've 16 

     got concerns about bobcat or mountain lions, or 17 

     something else from a depredation standpoint rather 18 

     than removing the animal through lethal means, do 19 

     you -- could you elaborate a little on when 20 

     trapping is used for that kind of activity? 21 

          CHIEF LILEY:  Yeah, Madame Chair, Commissioner 22 

     Soules, we use it for a variety of purposes.  Some 23 

     is to place a radio call on a bobcat for example. 24 

     We've done different stuff to look at bobcat home 25 
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     ranges across the state, look at how it works and 1 

     functions with -- and so we use the same traps that 2 

     were -- that you all are getting ready to approve 3 

     for the trapping manner and method for research 4 

     purposes.  You mentioned the Mexican wolf program. 5 

     They do it for either depredation reasons, moving 6 

     animals to new areas.  The last -- in fact, the 7 

     last Mexican wolves caught in the wild in Mexico 8 

     were caught with traps, the same traps that we're 9 

     discussing today. 10 

          So we use traps as a management tool, as a 11 

     live catch tool.  That allows us to move animals 12 

     across the state.  For example, river otters that 13 

     were reintroduced into the state of New Mexico were 14 

     trapped by employees out of Washington, Department 15 

     of Game & Fish that moved them into the state.  We 16 

     also use it as a tool to manage depredation.  And 17 

     so we do get depredation reports of a bobcat 18 

     killing chickens in a chicken coupe, and we'll use 19 

     the most effective way for us to be able to catch 20 

     that offending animal is with traps. 21 

          We make the decision at the time, do we 22 

     relocate the animal or do we euthanize that animal 23 

     at that time.  So there's a case by case on all 24 

     those, if it's a euthanasia or a relocation.  But 25 
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     it allows us the ability, the most effective way to 1 

     trap a furbearer or to catch a furbearer through 2 

     traps and then it allows us to decide if it's going 3 

     to be released or euthanized. 4 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Any other 5 

     questions from our Commissioners? 6 

          Okay.  Very good.  It's very important that we 7 

     always look at everything, and we are here to 8 

     listen.  So we would like to -- I've received 9 

     several speakers cards, and as I call your name, 10 

     please come to the microphone.  Those of you wish 11 

     to be heard and checked the box, come forward. 12 

          Patience Odoud, Betty, Kevin, Catalina, 13 

     Wesley, Chance, and Chris.  And the portion of 14 

     this, we would like to hear from you on your 15 

     comments to the rule, title 19, chapter 32, part 2 16 

     or the amendments to title 19, chapter 31, part 10. 17 

     And let's keep the comments to two minutes, please. 18 

          Patience, thank you very much for coming 19 

     forward. 20 

          PATIENCE ODOUD:  Okay.  So thank you very 21 

     much.  I'm Patience Odoud, and I'm the board member 22 

     of Wildlife Protection of New Mexico, (inaudible) 23 

     5124.  Do I understand that we're still going to 24 

     have recreational trappings?  Or this is we can't 25 
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     discuss because I got here a little bit late. 1 

          So given that, I'm assuming that we're 2 

     still -- we haven't voted yet, and so -- 3 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  So, Patience, 4 

     I'd like to stick to the comments strictly on what 5 

     was just presented.  Thank you. 6 

          PATIENCE ODOUD:  All right.  One thing that I 7 

     didn't hear spoken was anything about climate 8 

     change.  I heard a lot about depredation.  I heard 9 

     a lot about moving animals or taking care of 10 

     animals regarding depredation.  The thing is, is 11 

     that, and I saw the graphs of takings.  We have 12 

     climate change.  We're having species extinction 13 

     right now.  We -- we have night -- we have 1.4 14 

     million cattle in this state, and I won't go 15 

     through the list of sheep, 90,000-whatever. 16 

          We have -- we're losing our wildlife left and 17 

     right.  And we've only got 2,000 trappers and we've 18 

     got 2 million people.  We're not being represented 19 

     because right now New Mexico is last on everything 20 

     good, first on everything bad.  We're the most 21 

     violent state in the Union.  That's our reputation. 22 

     Look it up.  That's what we are.  That's what we 23 

     are, and we all know since a long time ago 24 

     that -- and 88 percent of domestic abuse that there 25 
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     is animal abuse.  They're leaked. 1 

          Trapping is torturous.  I don't care how nice 2 

     you make the -- the thing.  It's torture.  It needs 3 

     to end.  It needs end, all of it. 4 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you, 5 

     Patience.  Your time is up.  Thank you for coming 6 

     forward. 7 

          Betty, two minutes, please.  And thank you for 8 

     coming forward with your comments regarding the 9 

     tracking program.  Thank you. 10 

          BETTY PRICHETT:  My name is Betty Prichett.  I 11 

     live in Bernalillo, New Mexico.  I'm an animal 12 

     lover.  Since I retired, I'm an art teacher, I'm an 13 

     artist.  I'm an artist.  I appreciate the beauty of 14 

     our wildlife.  I've been working for Mexican wolves 15 

     since they've been after these.  I mean, I grew up 16 

     in Indiana.  The only wolves were in -- in the far 17 

     north, not in the lower United States.  I was so 18 

     happy when they were brought to Yellowstone.  I 19 

     helped in that effort. 20 

          Right now I believe the plan is causing a mass 21 

     extinction.  We know right now that a third of the 22 

     birds are gone.  And I care about the next 23 

     generation will be -- there will be wildlife for 24 

     the next generation.  There's a question in my 25 
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     mind, and we have no reason to allow trapping on 1 

     our public land.  Our public lands are for the 2 

     public to enjoy. 3 

          I have dogs.  I have five dogs.  I love to 4 

     walk them.  I have to walk them on a leash because 5 

     if they were turned loose they would probably get 6 

     in a trap.  I might get in a trap.  I know too many 7 

     beautiful animals, they're like children.  I'm an 8 

     artist.  (Inaudible), and I want to ban trapping, 9 

     period.  It's cruel.  Like cock fighting.  I worked 10 

     hard to ban cock fighting.  I couldn't believe when 11 

     I moved from Indiana up here that cock fighting is 12 

     still going on. 13 

          And I feel the same thing about trapping.  In 14 

     this generation, trapping is not wanted or needed. 15 

     And the public supports me on this. 16 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you, 17 

     Betty.  That was -- thank you for your comments. 18 

          Let's move to the next person, Kevin.  Kevin, 19 

     I'm not sure if you want to -- yes? 20 

          KEVIN BIXBY:  Do you want to call out -- 21 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Oh, Kevin Bixby, 22 

     yes.  Yeah.  And again, two minutes.  And if you 23 

     finish before the two minutes are up, that's fine. 24 

     But we want to hear your comments relating to this 25 
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     rule.  Thank you. 1 

          KEVIN BIXBY:  Thank you, Madame Chair, 2 

     Commissioners.  I'll try and be brief.  I don't 3 

     envy you for this vote that you are about to take. 4 

     You're not going to please anybody.  I appreciate 5 

     that the rule change was intended with good 6 

     intentions to reach a compromise and respond to 7 

     some public concerns.  I don't think you succeeded, 8 

     frankly. 9 

          Our organization is opposed to recreational 10 

     trapping, commercial trapping, not necessarily 11 

     trapping for management purposes that are intended 12 

     to benefit the species, but the use of the public's 13 

     wildlife plan and full of trappers to make money, I 14 

     think that's -- that's just not something the 15 

     public is good with and you shouldn't be either if 16 

     you're being responsive to the broader public 17 

     interest in wildlife. 18 

          So, you know, our organization, the Southwest 19 

     Environmental Center opposes trapping because if 20 

     you take -- if you weigh the pros and the cons. 21 

     From the pros, you know, the management purposes, 22 

     whatever, the benefits of trappers versus all the 23 

     negatives, the suffering and the stress caused to 24 

     wide animals, the commercialization of public 25 
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     wildlife, the danger to public land users, it just 1 

     doesn't make sense to continue recreational 2 

     commercial trapping. 3 

          I did want to point out that it may not have 4 

     been clear in Mr. Liley's presentation but the 5 

     European Union has banned traps.  So whatever 6 

     communication between the U.S. and you in the past, 7 

     it doesn't -- that's not relevant. 8 

          So this is one of those issues like wildlife 9 

     killing contests that you're being asked to be 10 

     responsive to the broader public interest in 11 

     wildlife or dig in and face it backwards.  And, you 12 

     know, I note there is a concern out there that as, 13 

     you know, any attack on trapping is an attack on 14 

     hunting.  And I don't see that.  That's not my 15 

     view, personally, or the view of our organization. 16 

     They seen completely different activities.  We're 17 

     fine with hunting.  I'm a hunter myself, but 18 

     trapping just seems completely different. 19 

          And, you know, there's this idea that wild 20 

     animals are strictly resources without intrinsic 21 

     value or lives or, you know, feelings.  And that's 22 

     just out of step with, A, the way the public 23 

     increasingly used wild animals, and B, modern 24 

     ecological understanding that -- that says -- that 25 
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     understands that furbearers regulate their own 1 

     numbers and don't need to be managed.  So I 2 

     recommend that you do not accept the changes. 3 

     There are some good things, mandatory trapper 4 

     education, but that you start over from scratch. 5 

          Thank you. 6 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you, 7 

     Kevin. 8 

          I have another comment from Catalina.  Thank 9 

     you.  Thank you for all these comments.  It's 10 

     important that we hear all of the comments. 11 

          KATRINA CLARK:  I'm Catrina Clark, and I'm 12 

     from the (inaudible), but you'll find out who I am. 13 

     Commissioners, animal activists, pet lovers, press, 14 

     and (inaudible).  I am the proud originator of this 15 

     photo taken by (inaudible) near Pagosa Springs, 16 

     Colorado, Roxy looking right out to heaven.  I fear 17 

     for the safety of New Mexicans, tourists, and 18 

     visitors alike on public lands in this state with 19 

     the current trapping session going on.  And I call 20 

     it the land of entrapment. 21 

          I want this Game Commission to end the current 22 

     trapping season session by voting on this item 23 

     versus a few small current changes to the 24 

     furbearers regulation for the next four years.  As 25 
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     I represent the majority of New Mexicans and the 1 

     way they think and I think about trapping.  End 2 

     trapping now.  Make it illegal. 3 

          I want this Commission and the game wardens 4 

     involved never to give out a trapping permit again 5 

     to Maury Cordova and that he finally be convicted 6 

     of the misdemeanors and punished with some fine and 7 

     jail time just like the guy Kreb Teason who hit an 8 

     endangered Mexican gray wolf with a shovel in the 9 

     Gila National Forest and killing it.  Since then, 10 

     that guy has denied -- has been denied a grazing 11 

     permit on national forest. 12 

          Our current governor should elect a Game 13 

     Commission who would end this cruel sport, a 14 

     barbaric, unethical killing way of killing 15 

     countless innocent animals starting from two or 16 

     three centuries ago just to sell a few pelts to the 17 

     Chinese. 18 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Catalina -- 19 

          KATRINA CLARK:  You are writing the year 2020, 20 

     and I've lived here in this state for 21 years.  I 21 

     want us to follow Colorado and Arizona, public and 22 

     traps, stink traps do not mix. 23 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you. 24 

          KATRINA CLARK:  Ban these traps now, 25 
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     (inaudible) as well. 1 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you very 2 

     much, Catalina.  Thank you for your comments. 3 

          KATRINA CLARK:  This is what I have to walk 4 

     around during the trapping season so my other dogs 5 

     will not get caught in the trapping in this wire 6 

     snare to be able to cut it open. 7 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you for 8 

     your public comment.  Thank you very much. 9 

          I have next is Wesley.  And again, two 10 

     minutes, please.  I think as most of you should be 11 

     able to hear the timer that's going off.  And I 12 

     don't mean to be rude to those of you that are 13 

     going past, but I'm going to try and watch the 14 

     going over.  Okay. 15 

          Thank you, sir. 16 

          WESLEY:  Madame Chair, Ladies and Gentlemen of 17 

     the Commission.  I am Wesley (inaudible), and I'm 18 

     from Socorro, New Mexico.  I've been trapping most 19 

     of my life, and I've been around several years, 20 

     probably more than any of you here.  And I 21 

     understand trapping inside and out, and I would 22 

     like to keep the rules as they are.  I don't think 23 

     that there's a need for other -- the changes.  It 24 

     will handicap us in some ways. 25 
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          The one thing that we do need is trappers 1 

     education.  We go along with that for 100 percent. 2 

     We've been trying to get this for 40 years in the 3 

     Trappers Association. 4 

          Another thing that, you mentioned the kit fox, 5 

     and this is for your information.  Most of the kit 6 

     fox that are caught are incidental.  There's very 7 

     few trappers that want to take a kit fox and most 8 

     of us release them.  We don't take them.  We 9 

     release them. 10 

          So on that information, that's all I need to 11 

     let you know about.  I have written to you.  I have 12 

     been to two or three other meetings, and I think 13 

     you know where I stand.  Thank you. 14 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you, sir. 15 

          Next up is Chance.  Chance, if you could 16 

     please come forward, and thank you, sir, for your 17 

     public comment.  Two minutes, please. 18 

          CHANCE STEPFORD:  Hello.  My name is Chance 19 

     Stepford.  I'm president of New Mexico Trapping 20 

     Association.  Thank you guys for allowing us to 21 

     comment on this rule. 22 

          The North American model of wildlife has been 23 

     of great success in our country for many years. 24 

     Why?  Because it's science-based.  Hundreds upon 25 
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     hundreds of hours of research done by educated 1 

     biologists have resulted in an abundance of 2 

     wildlife.  As you know, the model supports for 3 

     (inaudible) trapping.  Trapping is a large part of 4 

     the success of non-predatory wildlife as well as 5 

     the animals we trap.  Wildlife Management is 6 

     science based.  Politics has no place in wildlife 7 

     management. 8 

          The proposed setback rule is concerning for 9 

     few reasons.  New distance proposal would -- would 10 

     exclude some farms and many ranch pastures.  Thank 11 

     you for the (inaudible).  Game & Fish has been 12 

     promoting hunting, fishing, and trapping for the 13 

     last few years because involvement has been 14 

     lacking.  Reduced available land roads against 15 

     this. 16 

          The very pets that this proposal aims to 17 

     protect will in fact have an increased (inaudible). 18 

     The dogs (inaudible) are likely to be injured or 19 

     killed by a coyote on a trail than injured by a 20 

     trap.  Let's not forget that the reason the leash 21 

     laws is to protect the public, livestock, and 22 

     wildlife from loose dogs. 23 

          Allowing the Department the ability to set 24 

     back limits again has no scientific basis.  If you 25 
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     consider the size of New Mexico, 77 million acres 1 

     versus the number of trappers and the number of 2 

     furbearers takings here, there's absolutely no 3 

     reason for this.  It'll open handler (inaudible) in 4 

     both the Department and outdoors men and women in 5 

     our state. 6 

          The anti groups will see this as an 7 

     opportunity to put pressure on the Game Department 8 

     as well as the Commission on a yearly basis. 9 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you, 10 

     Chance. 11 

          CHANCE STEPFORD:  Thank you. 12 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  The next speaker 13 

     is Chris. 14 

          And thank you all for being very mindful of 15 

     (inaudible). 16 

          CHRISTOPHER SMITH:  (Inaudible), Members of 17 

     the Commission, Director Sung, thank you for taking 18 

     public comment, and I appreciate your efforts to 19 

     date on this rule.  I know it's not easy.  My name 20 

     is Christopher Smith.  I'm here on behalf of 21 

     Wildlife Guardians.  I work closely with the 22 

     Trapping New Mexico Coalition who has been engaged 23 

     in this issue for nearly a decade. 24 

          We sent you a comprehensive letter with 25

     comments, and I'll be sure to get that to you, 1 

     Madame Chair, as well.  I hope you've read those. 2 

          Frankly, we think this rule change is 3 

     inadequate.  The new rules will not change the fact 4 

     that trapping is inherently indiscriminate, that 5 

     it's a public safety hazard.  So far in this 6 

     trapping season we know of at least three dogs that 7 

     have been caught and injured in leg hold traps here 8 

     in New Mexico.  And this rule will not stop the 9 

     inflictive -- infliction of horrible suffering on 10 

     thousands of animals every trapping season. 11 

          We also don't think that this rule change 12 

     impacts the fact that trapping is an archaic 13 

     inequity that New Mexico is behind in confronting. 14 

          I wanted to -- not to pile on Mr. Liley's 15 

     presentation a little bit, but I did want to note 16 

     that not only has the European Union banned traps 17 

     but over a hundred countries have banned traps.  So 18 

     the idea that we are meeting international 19 

     standards, I think, is false.  Mr. Liley's 20 

     presentation referenced trapping as an management 21 

     tool. 22 

          My understanding of management tools and 23 

     pertaining to wildlife is that they have specific 24 

     goals and they're monitored.  I don't know of the 25 
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     specific rules that recreational commercial 1 

     trapping are attempting to meet.  I think that 2 

     trapping is a convenient outlier in the North 3 

     American model, and I don't see it as consistent 4 

     with the model.  I also notice in the presentation 5 

     that we didn't see any pictures of animals in traps 6 

     or skinned.  So I think we're trying to clean it up 7 

     a little bit more than it is inherently. 8 

          Three of the four closure areas that you're 9 

     proposing, we have not seen dogs trapped in those 10 

     areas.  We think that we're leaving unprotected 11 

     spots in the state.  70 percent of New Mexicans 12 

     oppose trapping, and New Mexico deserves trap-free 13 

     public lands.  Thank you. 14 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you, 15 

     Chris, for your comments. 16 

          Joanne.  I believe -- oh, my gosh, yes, this 17 

     is Representative Joanne Very.  Thank you very 18 

     much.  Your comments, please.  Two minutes. 19 

          JOANNE VERY:  Thank you.  I'm here as a 20 

     citizen and concerned about wildlife protections. 21 

     I believe that we should ban trapping especially on 22 

     public lands altogether.  I appreciate the 23 

     protections that you're trying to impose, but I 24 

     don't think that there's enough trail heads and 25 
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     paths that are designated that would give the 1 

     protections that we need and the enforcement.  You 2 

     know, saying the traps have to be checked every day 3 

     is not something that is enforceable.  And that you 4 

     would need a lot more Game & Wildlife officers out 5 

     in the open and checking on that, and especially 6 

     making it so it expands for the water traps to be 7 

     only checked every two days when we know they 8 

     probably aren't even checked once a week. 9 

          So I think it's important that you maybe start 10 

     over, as someone suggested, Mr. Bixby, and make 11 

     sure that we consider also just banning trapping 12 

     altogether.  It -- I lost two dogs in the early 13 

     '70s to traps, and I just -- I'm horrified to think 14 

     about how they suffered and that all the other 15 

     furbearing animals that it's open to making them 16 

     available to suffer, too.  So I would hope that you 17 

     might turn this down. 18 

          Thank you. 19 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you. 20 

          I think we have one last question from the 21 

     public, and that is -- I think this is Kurt.  Kurt, 22 

     are you here?  And again, two minutes.  We're doing 23 

     very well.  Okay.  Very good. 24 

          KURT ANDERSON:  My name is Kurt Anderson.  I'm 25 
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     on the executive committee of the Rio Grande 1 

     Chapter Seer Club.  I also am a member of the Solid 2 

     Water Conservation District, Dona Ana County.  And 3 

     I want to object or speak against item S, item S 4 

     exceptions.  It seems very unclear to me that what 5 

     you're going to do with designated agencies.  I 6 

     think you've (inaudible) of wildlife services, for 7 

     instance, which I supposedly controlling 8 

     depredating animals for law enforcement purposes, 9 

     I'd like to clarify, and to protect human health 10 

     and safety or for research or management. 11 

          It seems like a very broad exception to the 12 

     law, almost anything.  In particular I'm concerned 13 

     about the fact that there seems to be very little 14 

     evidence that, for instance, rabies is controlled 15 

     by trapping at all.  Thank you. 16 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you very 17 

     much. 18 

          Do we have any other comments from the public? 19 

     And I think we had one more.  And I think this will 20 

     be our last one before we proceed for a vote and 21 

     then possibly a break, if everybody is ready for 22 

     one. 23 

          Shelly, thank you for coming forward. 24 

          SHELLY STUCKARD:  Good morning.  I'm Shelly 25 
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     Stuckard with New Mexico Trappers Association, and 1 

     I just have a couple comments that I was listening 2 

     to people talk about that I thought I'd respond on. 3 

     One, they talk about New Mexico citizens and how 4 

     traps are dangerous and to all the citizens and the 5 

     population.  As a trapper, I am part of the 6 

     population.  I am part of the land user, too.  So 7 

     to say that it should just favor one type of a 8 

     person, no, I am part of -- I am part of this and 9 

     I've grown up here my entire life. 10 

          Two, there are rules that protect your animals 11 

     if you're walking them, and you need to put them on 12 

     the leash, follow the leash laws, follow the laws. 13 

     We follow our laws.  If we're following ours, you 14 

     follow yours, there is no reason at all why there 15 

     should be problems. 16 

          I noticed a comment saying that we're not 17 

     regulated and that every day checks cannot be 18 

     regulated.  Well, bow hunters can't be regulated. 19 

     Fishermen cannot be regulated.  They are. 20 

          It's a moral duty to follow a law.  Game & 21 

     Fish does not follow around every person using the 22 

     outdoors.  If so, we'd see a lot more tickets with 23 

     people with dogs in public without leashes on them 24 

     because Game & Fish would catch them constantly. 25

The Commission will vote on the 5 

     proposed rule at this time. 6 

          I would like to thank everyone present for 7 

     their participation today.  We are here to listen 8 

     and we are here to be fair and to make a thorough 9 

     decision respecting all sides of the issue. 10 

          So let the record show that this rule making 11 

     hearing -- oh, wait, we have to vote. 12 

          Any more comments from the Commissioners?  I 13 

     kind of looked at the faces and it was like okay. 14 

     So -- 15 

          COMMISSIONER VESBACH:  Madame Chair? 16 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  And then I'll 17 

     look to this side. 18 

          Yes, Commissioner Vesbach? 19 

          COMMISSIONER VESBACH:  So we've heard this 20 

     around the state a few times, and I think this is 21 

     one of those classic, you know, urban world of 22 

     ideas.  I've read all, at least looked through all 23 

     2,000 or so comments we got.  And a lot it, it's 24 

     quicker than it sounds because a lot of them were 25 
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     identical.  But the ones that were unique, I looked 1 

     at.  And really, what has struck me through this is 2 

     the primary conflict on both sides, the interest is 3 

     around domestic animals.  It's around dogs being 4 

     caught or protection of livestock has been, not all 5 

     the comments, but the bulk of the comments has been 6 

     around that. 7 

          And I think the -- the Department has done a 8 

     good job with this to look at and try to find 9 

     balance in those conflicts.  I mean, people really 10 

     want to protect their livestock.  They really want 11 

     to protect their dog, and this is -- we have areas, 12 

     closed trapping where it's high traffic.  We have 13 

     hunter trapper education for the first time. 14 

     That's something I could just transform to hunting, 15 

     and we now have it for trapping.  That's going to 16 

     be important. 17 

          And I think everybody wants to get rid of 18 

     illegal trapping and crack down on illegal 19 

     trapping.  This is going to help with that.  And so 20 

     reducing those conflicts, I think this is -- this 21 

     rule is aimed at reducing that conflict, and I 22 

     think it's -- you know, I think the Department has 23 

     done a nice job trying to strike that balance. 24 

     That's all I want to say. 25 
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          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Very good. 1 

     Thank you, Commissioner. 2 

          Any other comments? 3 

          COMMISSIONER LOPEZ:  Madame Chair? 4 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Yes, 5 

     Commissioner Lopez? 6 

          COMMISSIONER LOPEZ:  First off, I'd like to 7 

     thank the Department for all the hard work they 8 

     have done in the last year or so dealing with the 9 

     trapping issue.  I do echo what Commissioner 10 

     Vesbach says, that we do have two sides to the 11 

     story.  I understand the grievances of the outdoor 12 

     recreation is how they deal with the harm that's 13 

     caused to the animals. 14 

          But I also do hear the grievances of the 15 

     agricultural end of the aspect where our livestock 16 

     can and have been damaged by predators and 17 

     they -- these predators need to be controlled.  But 18 

     I believe that this is a fair set of rules for now, 19 

     that both sides can agree on, along with the 20 

     Department, and we'll learn to adapt and with these 21 

     adaptations we'll learn the mistakes.  And if these 22 

     mistakes need to be corrected or anything, we still 23 

     have that option later on down the stream. 24 

          But for now, thank you to the Department and 25 
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     thank you for both sides of the industry, the 1 

     outdoor recreationists, and the agricultural side 2 

     for your comments.  And again, thank you so much. 3 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Very good. 4 

     Thank you, Commissioner. 5 

          Any other comments? 6 

          COMMISSIONER BATES:  I guess I had a comment. 7 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Commissioner 8 

     Bates? 9 

          COMMISSIONER BATES:  We have received a number 10 

     of emails, and (inaudible) read each and every one 11 

     of those, but I feel like this -- this rule does 12 

     place an undue burden on the trapper.  You heard 13 

     some of them, not even a block, a mile around, you 14 

     know, to set a trap.  And I understand why we're 15 

     doing it and I think probably, you know, it might 16 

     be necessary.  I'm still not sure if I'll vote in 17 

     favor of this rule because of that burden. 18 

          These trappers don't view what they're doing 19 

     as recreation or a sport.  You know, they see it as 20 

     a means of species population management, disease 21 

     control, heritage, a way of life, and yes, it's a 22 

     means of income.  And I understand they're a 23 

     minority, but we live in the United States of 24 

     America.  This is a country which prides itself on 25 
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     defending rights of minorities even if it be a 1 

     minority of one, we fervently and passionately 2 

     defend those rights, as we should. 3 

          And yes, we have to guard against the tyranny 4 

     of the minority over the majority.  We must also 5 

     protect from tyranny of the majority over the 6 

     minority.  Yet when it comes to the trapper, it 7 

     seems like the majority of voices have the say, 8 

     trapper, get out, there's no place for you.  Are we 9 

     going to say that for all the other minority 10 

     groups?  I don't think so.  I hope not.  And so I 11 

     can't get my mind around that dichotomy, and 12 

     therefore I can't give my support. 13 

          Thank you. 14 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you, 15 

     Commissioner.  That was very good. 16 

          Any other comments from our Commissioners? 17 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  One other, Madame 18 

     Chair. 19 

          I would like to echo what Commissioner Bates 20 

     stated in that the setback rule does place an 21 

     extreme hardship on the trappers, that mile to 22 

     every trap every day is a hardship.  And after 23 

     talking with Shane Mahoney on the trapping, he's 24 

     the writer of the North American model, it is an 25 
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     extreme hardship.  But one of -- trapping is one of 1 

     the most regulated sports, I don't know if you call 2 

     it a sport, whatever it is, activity in America, 3 

     and New Mexico has some of the most extreme 4 

     regulations as well.  And that half mile places a 5 

     huge hardship on those trappers to every trap. 6 

          Thank you. 7 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Any other 8 

     comments or questions? 9 

          Very good.  Are we ready to move to a vote?  I 10 

     see some nods from the Commissioners.  Okay.  Very 11 

     good.

     say aye. 7 

          COMMISSIONER VESBACH:  Aye. 8 

          COMMISSIONER SOULES:  Aye. 9 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  Aye. 10 

          COMMISSIONER LOPEZ:  Aye. 11 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Aye. 12 

          COMMISSIONER BATES:  Nay. 13 

          COMMISSIONER CRAMER:  Nay. 14 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  How many was 15 

     that?  Two. 16 

          Okay.  I think that the ayes have it.  That 17 

     rule passes. 18 

   Okay.  We are on hearing item number 3A.  It 19 

     will be presented by Chad Nelson.  I believe the 20 

     Department will present the final changes to the 21 

     Game & Fish licenses permits rule, 19.30.9 NMCA. 22 

          And I thank everyone for listening. 23 

          My name is Sharon Salazar Hickey.  I will be 24 

     serving as the hearing officer for this portion of 25 
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     the meeting.  And be advised by the Commission's 1 

     counsel from the Office of the Attorney General. 2 

     The purpose of this hearing is for consideration of 3 

     final adoption of the following proposed rule by 4 

     the Commission. 5 

          The hearing item is, one, for the Commission 6 

     to receive public comment on the proposed new Fair 7 

     Chase Rule, Title 19, Chapter 30, Part 18 of the 8 

     New Mexico Administrative Code.  The Fair Chase 9 

     Rule will become effective on February 11th, 2020. 10 

          These hearings are being conducted in 11 

     accordance with the provisions of the Game & Fish 12 

     Act and the State Rules Act.  These hearings are 13 

     being audiotaped, thank you, and video recorded. 14 

     Anyone interested in a copy of the audiotape or 15 

     video recording should contact Tristanna Bickford 16 

     with the Game & Fish Department. 17 

          Public notice of this hearing was advertised 18 

     in the New Mexico Registrar, the New Mexico 19 

     Sunshine Portal, and on the Department's website. 20 

     Copies of the proposed new rules have been 21 

     available on the Department's website.  Those 22 

     wishing to comment here today, please sign the 23 

     attendance sheet at the back of the room, which 24 

     will later be entered into the record as an 25 
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     exhibit. 1 

          These -- now an explanation of our hearing 2 

     procedures.  These rule hearings will be conducted 3 

     in the following manner:  staff will present 4 

     prefiled exhibits.  Exhibits admitted into evidence 5 

     are available for review by the public but exhibits 6 

     may not be removed from this room.  After all 7 

     exhibits are entered, we will proceed to the 8 

     presentation of the proposed rule after which 9 

     testimony will be taken from the audience. 10 

          In order to make sure that the hearing is 11 

     accurately recorded, only one person at a time 12 

     shall be allowed to speak.  Any person recognized 13 

     to speak is asked to, one, identify yourself by 14 

     name and who you are affiliated with for the record 15 

     each time you are recognized.  And two, speak 16 

     loudly and clearly to accurately record your 17 

     comments.  After a person has offered comment, they 18 

     will stand for questions from me, and the audience 19 

     may also ask questions of anyone offering comments 20 

     after being recognized by me.  These hearings are 21 

     not subject to judicial rules of evidence.  We're 22 

     not in court.  However, in the interest of 23 

     efficiency, I reserve the right to limit any 24 

     testimony deemed irrelevant, redundant, or unduly 25 
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     repetitious.  But again, we try to listen. 1 

          The Commission may discuss the proposed new 2 

     rules after the public comment portion of the 3 

     hearing.  Final Commission action, including 4 

     adoption of the rules, may occur after the 5 

     conclusion of the presentation and public comment 6 

     period of each hearing. 7 

          We are going to begin our hearing now.  This 8 

     hearing is now open.  Are there any exhibits for 9 

     the proposed new rule 19.30.0 for the record? 10 

          DIRECTOR SLOAN:  Madame Chair, I have five 11 

     exhibits to submit for the record.  Exhibit 1 is 12 

     the notice of rule making; Exhibit 2 is the clean 13 

     copy and strike through versions of the rules that 14 

     were posted to the website; Exhibit 3 is the 15 

     presentation that will be given today; Exhibit 4 is 16 

     the summary of the proposed changes that was put on 17 

     the website; and Exhibit 5 is the six public 18 

     comments that we received. 19 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Very good. 20 

          Well, Chad, can you please proceed to 21 

     introduce the proposed new rule for 19.30.9?  Thank 22 

     you. 23 

          MR. NELSON:  Madame Chair, thank you. 24 

          So we are here to present final proposed 25 
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     amendments to the perhaps misnamed Game & Fish 1 

     licenses and permits rule, which actually primarily 2 

     regulates licensed vendors.  So the rule actually 3 

     specifies the requirements for licensed vendors and 4 

     also financial liability for carcass tags. 5 

          So I want to give you a little background on 6 

     this.  This will be the third time that I'm 7 

     presenting this rule.  A couple of years ago, 8 

     starting in 2018, we reimplemented a carcass tag 9 

     requirement.  And as part of that process, we now 10 

     assign a controlled number of carcass tags to all 11 

     of our vendors.  So we established at that time 12 

     financial liability for failure to return those as 13 

     we had specified in the rule. 14 

          The previous rule established those 15 

     liabilities as $125 per tag for the first 16 

     occurrence, $250 for the second occurrence, and 17 

     required the Department to suspend the vendor's 18 

     licensed spending privileges on a third offense. 19 

     So we had some trouble with that, obviously, 20 

     because it's unclear what happens if they, for 21 

     example, lose three in one month. 22 

          So we are proposing to do is clarify the 23 

     license vendor's responsibilities and reduce the 24 

     penalties for lost carcass tags to hopefully 25 
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     simplify the rules.  So the penalty for each 1 

     unusable tag and each unused blank tag would be set 2 

     at $100 per tag.  A little explanation of that, an 3 

     unusable tag, the way that this works, the way that 4 

     vendors issue the tags, they enter a control number 5 

     and then they come to a screen where we display 6 

     exactly how the tag is supposed to look.  And they 7 

     are supposed to handwrite those. 8 

          So if they make a mistake, they designate, 9 

     that mark that tag as unusable.  So that is what 10 

     we're talking about when they are financially 11 

     liable.  If they make a mistake, they can't throw 12 

     that tag away.  They have to return it to us. 13 

     Unused blank tags are tags that have not been used 14 

     at the end of a license year, which they are also 15 

     required to return those.  The provision requiring 16 

     the Department to suspend a vendor on the third 17 

     occurrence is also (inaudible). 18 

          We received six public comments.  All were 19 

     from licensed vendors.  We actually asked them to 20 

     weigh in because this is a rule that affects them. 21 

     Most of the comments were not related to the 22 

     changes that we are making.  One comment was 23 

     related to the Department's time frame for 24 

     collecting payments for cash sales.  The rule 25 
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     specifies that vendors have to pay the Department 1 

     for their cash sales every two weeks or 5,000 in 2 

     sales, whichever comes first. 3 

          So this kind of was primarily a complaint that 4 

     they don't sell very many licenses and yet we are 5 

     hassling them to pay us.  So there's not much we 6 

     can do about that.  We sort of notify all vendors, 7 

     regardless. 8 

          The other comments were not related 9 

     specifically to the changes we're proposing.  We 10 

     did have four of the six that were in support of 11 

     increasing the vendor fee. 12 

          With that, I'll stand for any questions? 13 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Thank you very 14 

     much. 15 

          Any comments or questions from the 16 

     Commissioners? 17 

          COMMISSIONER LOPEZ:  Yes. 18 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Yes, 19 

     Commissioner Lopez? 20 

          COMMISSIONER LOPEZ:  How many tags are each 21 

     vendor issued? 22 

          MR. NELSON:  Madame Chair, Commissioner Lopez, 23 

     that depends on their sales.  We actually look at 24 

     the actual number of the game or turkey licenses 25 
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     that they sell, and we can sign -- so they come in 1 

     bundles of 50.  We can sign an extra bundle if they 2 

     are in the middle so that they -- we know that they 3 

     have enough. 4 

          COMMISSIONER LOPEZ:  And just to clarify, so 5 

     if you give a vendor 50 tags.  Just say Chama, and 6 

     none of those tags are sold, probably wouldn't 7 

     happen.  Those 50 tags are then returned to the 8 

     Department and you charge them $100 for each tag 9 

     they return unused, right?  Or no? 10 

          MR. NELSON:  Madame Chair, Commissioner Lopez, 11 

     if they return the tags we do not charge them. 12 

          COMMISSIONER LOPEZ:  Okay. 13 

          MR. NELSON:  We can sign them to them when 14 

     they return them.  If they fail to return them, 15 

     they are penalized and what we're proposing is $100 16 

     per tag as a penalty. 17 

          COMMISSIONER LOPEZ:  Thank you. 18 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Good question. 19 

     Thank you. 20 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  Madame Chair? 21 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Commissioner 22 

     Henry? 23 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  How is that Chad? 24 

     It's good to see you again. 25 
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          So can you explain to me why we removed the 1 

     requirement that you suspend them if they are a 2 

     continual I lost this or I messed this up?  How 3 

     come that provision is being removed? 4 

          MR. NELSON:  Madame Chair, Commissioner Henry, 5 

     so we thought it was sort of overly burdensome on 6 

     the third occurrence to suspend them.  The 7 

     director's authority has been clarified.  The 8 

     director has the authority to place restrictions or 9 

     conditions on a vendor's privileges.  So if we run 10 

     into problems where we are having a habitual 11 

     offender, the director has the authority to suspend 12 

     their license privileges. 13 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  Okay.  So that's 14 

     written somewhere else in the rule. 15 

          MR. NELSON:  Madame Chair, Commissioner Henry, 16 

     that's correct. 17 

          COMMISSIONER SALAZAR-HENRY:  Thank you. 18 

          MADAME CHAIR SALAZAR HICKEY:  Any comments or 19 

     questions? 20 

          Would anyone in the public like to comment on 21 

     the new rule title 19, chapter 30, part 9?  I don't 22 

     have any cards. 23 

          Very well. 24
