I am submitting the following comment in opposition to the proposed furbearer trapping rule
which the New Mexico State Game Commission plans to approve at its next regular meeting
on January 17, 2020. The Commissioners have made it clear during the rule-making process
that they intend to rubber-stamp the proposal which Wildlife Management Director Stewart
Liley has prepared at the request of the disgraced former chair of the commission, Joanna
Prukop, for the benefit of hunting, trapping, and livestock interests. I am including Mr. Liley
and each of the remaining commissioners in this email to make it clear that I hold each of you,
individually and collectively, responsible for the corrupt system which perpetuates animal
cruelty and ignores public concern for protecting wildlife.

The proposed furbearer trapping rule falsely claims to be “humane” and scientific.” It is
neither.

The most obvious and most serious area in which this rule ignores science is the refusal to
acknowledge climate change. At least a billion animals are estimated to have been killed by
the fires now raging in Australia, which is a direct result of climate change. It is just a matter
of time before New Mexico again sees large fires, likely far larger than the ones we have seen
recently. Even without large fires, we have seen the degradation of wildlife habit as the
climate heats up. The self-described “biologists” (i.e. game managers) are apparently oblivious
to the effects of climate change that are already visible, not to mention changes likely to occur
over the four-year period covered by the furbearer trapping rule.

Equally egregious is the game department’s deceptive claim that their trapping proposal meets
international standards for humane treatment of animals. The justification, following the
propaganda of the Boone and Crockett Club (of which Ms. Prukop was a prominent member),
is that the trapping rule abides by the so-called “Best Management Practices” described in an
Agreed Minute between the USA and the European Union.

The Agreed Minute is a trade agreement, not a scientific practice or humane standard. The
European Union has banned trapping as a cruel practice. In order not to upset trade relations
with North America, the EU agreed to allow Canada (which set the standards of the Agreed
Minute) and the USA to export furs to the EU, even though they are the products of practices
banned within the EU. Moreover, the Agreed Minute encourages U.S. states to follow their
lead in banning trapping, which California has recently done.

The Game Commission should reject the proposed furbearer trapping rule developed by the
former game commission chair, and open a new rule-making process to completely ban
wildlife trapping. If the commissioners continue to rubber-stamp existing game department
policy, it will be up to the governor to find new commissioners who reflect the public’s
concern with saving wildlife in an era of climate change and mass extinction.
