Bird Specimen Limits for New Mexico Collection Permits

The attached list specifies retention limits for each bird species that may be taken under a New Mexico
scientific collection permit. It follows the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Region 2 list and is adapted to New
Mexico based on population levels within the state.

Retention Limit is defined as the number of specimens per species that may be captured, retained, and/or
possessed in a permit year.
