Hiking-Hiking is the best way to see wildlife at the McAllister
Lake Wildlife Area or other wildlife management areas.

Bicycling-Allowed only on established roads.

Horseback Riding-Allowed but opportunities are extremely
limited.

Camping-Not allowed at McAllister Lake.
Hunting-Waterfowl] hunting allowed during open season.
Fishing-No fishing opportunties.

Closures-McAllister Lake is closed November 1-February 29
except for waterfowl hunting. The lake is open March 1-
October 31.

Facilities-McAllister
Lake Wildlife Area has
rest rooms, but no camp
sites or drinking water.
